FR. MATHEW CHEERAMKUZHY CMI

| had my first contacts with Fr
Mathew Cheeramkuzhy of loving
memory, while | was in Porbandar
(1989-1991) on my first appoint-
ment in Bhavnagar mission hav-
ing freshly come to the mission
as a one-year-old young priest.
In 1990 Fr. Mathew Cheeramku-
zhy succeeded Fr. Mathew Kala-
thoor as Sub-Regional Superior.
On quite many occasions | had
the joyous opportunity to meet
Fr. Cheeramkuzhy at Jail Road,
Bhavnagar, the then Sub-Re-
gional house. | found him to be a
noble, pleasant and welcoming
person interested in me and my
needs. Yes, he was attentive to
everyone's needs and wellbeing.
His demeanour and ways of in-
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teractions and dealings had an air
of nobility and grandeur. He was
appreciative of all and looked for
and found positives in everyone.
He never engaged in depreciatory
talks about anyone. Yes, he was Fr.
Mathew, the noble.

As the Sub-Regional Superior, he
remained in contact with every
member in the Mission. He en-
thused everyone and appreciated
their works. He was particular-
ly conscious of encouraging and
supporting the young priests, and,
especially, the scholastics. He ex-
horted everyone to acquire per-
fect English, and to achieve skills
in one’s field of interest. | remem-
ber his as Fr Mathew, the encour-
ager.
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If Fr. Mathew spotted some par-
ticular strengths in anyone, he
would be behind him inspiring
him to develop those talents. |
remember how he used to lavish
praise and acclamations upon
the then scholastics, Fr. Pius, and
Fr. James Kaniparampil, among
others, for the talents they ex-
pressed in English language (Fr.
Pius) and communications and
photography (Fr. James). He can
be rightly called Fr Mathew, the
inspirer.

While in Bhavnagar, Fr Mathew
served as the Parish Priest of St
Xavier’s church, Jail Road. | re-
member how enthusiastic he was
in matters of pastoral nature. That
was the time the culture of spon-
taneous prayers was only picking
up among CMIs. Fr Mathew used
to conclude every parish visit
with a spontaneous prayer. He
continued his American pastoral
tradition of meeting every mem-
ber of the congregation and shak-
ing hands after the Holy Mass. He
was amiable to all parishioners.
Yes, | am inspired to address him
as Fr, Mathew, the pastor.

At Bhavnagar, Fr Mathew kept
good relationship with sisters’
communities collaborating with
them as well as getting collabo-
ration from them in all parish ac-
tivities. Likewise, the parishioners
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too kept him in their friends circle.
Yes, | am tempted to call hm Fr,
Mathew the friend of all.

Fr. Mathew was conscious of the
duty of the church to incarnate
in the local culture. His ideal was
that every missionary working in
Guijarat should learn the language
and culture of Gujarat. For this
purpose, he sent the scholastics
for a one-year Gujarati language
course at Ahmedabad. Himself
possessing some singing skills,
he ventured into learning Guja-
rati bhajans. In those early years
that was the maximum he could
do to get him rooted in the local
culture. All these enable us to call
him Fr Mathew, the lover of the
local culture.

He had real concern, love and
affection for all scholastics. As
Mission Superior he visited the
scholastics at Ahmedabad once
in every three months and spent
the whole day with them. He was
careful that they receive integral
formation: not only at the intel-
lectual, spiritual levels, but also at
the behavioural level, that is, de-
cency and decorum in the ways of
life, in manners, dress, use of lan-
guage, etc. He was particularly in-
sistent on their skill in English lan-
guage, with perfect Grammar and
correct pronunciation. He proved
himself to be a true formator. He
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didn’t desist from correcting the
erring ones on the spot, but, sure-
ly, with an extra measure of love
and affection. The scholastics of
those time have only pleasant
memories of him. Yes, | can really
give him the title, Fr. Mathew, the
Formator.

In all his activities he was silent
without much ado, quietly but
constantly inspiring those around
him. This justifies the title for him,
Fr. Mathew, the silent worker.

He was not a storm that swayed
everyone, but a gentle breeze that
soothed anyone. He never com-

peted with anyone to grab praises
or positions. He kept respectful
distance from everyone and from
anything. He was not a noisy ac-
tor, but a smiling inspirer of all. He
was like Mary at Cana, who mas-
terminded the miracle of Jesus,
but hid herself in the crowd, not
wanting to take the credit.

Yes, Fr. Mathew was sympathetic,
understanding, gentle, generous,
patient, available, approacha-
ble, discerning, unassuming, and
many more. May his legacy en-
dure among all CMlIs and may
God grant him eternal rest! o

Embracing
Communion,
Participation, and
Mission

St. Pope John XXIII ushered in a
new era for the Catholic Church
through his visionary act of order-
ing The Second Ecumenical Coun-
cil of the Vatican, also known as
the Second Vatican Council. It
broke the old clutches of tradi-
tional chains and motivated the
Catholic Church to open its win-
dows to the world and to all the
children of God. That encouraged
a more global outlook and open
mentality, vouchsafed a more
significant role to laypeople, in-
troduced the concept of religious
freedom, and started a dialogue
with other religions. It also enun-
ciated the Holy Bible in human
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language, even when the Church
was following some ecumenical
hierarchy. But the election of Car-
dinal Jorge Mario Bergoglio, who
took the name of Francis of Assisi
as the 266t Pope in 2013, made a
remarkable change inthe Catholic
Church unlike any other in recent
history. His words, deeds, Encyc-
licals, Apostolic Letters, and his
convictions have widened the pe-
ripheries of the Catholic Church.
By opening a synodal process, he
made a magnanimous spark in
the Catholic Church. Inaugurat-
ed on October 10, the "Synod on
Synodality" with the theme "For
a Synodal Church: Communion,
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Participation, and Mission" wiill
offer a roadmap for the Church's
future with each diocese holding
a synod - listening to the voice of
the faithful from the parish level
- something that has rarely hap-
pened (Mathew, 2021), which is
an attempt to deepen our roots
into the legacy of the Second Vat-
ican Council.

It is also very relevant to analyze
these concepts in St. Joseph's life.
The personality and the character
of St. Joseph are really astound-
ing. Being humble, simple, obe-
dient, and without marking any
spectacular or marvelous things
in the tapstery of history, St. Jo-
seph, the foster father of Jesus,
was glorified in the Gospels by the
adjective, "righteous man." St. Jo-
seph was a humble man, accept-
ed all realities of life with utmost
faith and courage, expressed the
utmost respect for his spouse,
the Blessed Mother, obedient to
the will of God; through which
he showed tremendous courage
and hope amid uncertainities and
perplexities and nurtured Child
Jesus with unconditional love and
care. St. Joseph, God's creation,
the manifestation of the common
man, illuminated the world with
his profound life.

The vital pillars of the Synodal
Church are Communion, Partic-
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ipation, and Mission, and each
theme is connected to each other,
and these are found clearly in the
life of St. Joseph. He is a person
of communion, because Joseph
was "an accepting Father" and
he "accepted Mary uncondition-
ally." His spiritual path "is not the
one of asking explanations but
that of accepting" — which does
not mean that he is "resigned."
Instead, he is "courageously and
firmly proactive." Moreover, with
the "Holy Spirit's gift of fortitude,"
and full of hope, he is able "to ac-
cept life as it is, with all its contra-
dictions, frustrations, and disap-
pointments." Joseph "did not look
for shortcuts but confronted real-
ity with open hearts and accepted
personal responsibilities for it."
For this reason, "he encourages us
to accept and welcome others as
they are, without exception, and
to show special concern for the
weak" (Vatican News, 2020). It
flamboyantly shows his deep spir-
it of communion and harmony.

The very quality of communion
will naturally lead a person to the
mission of participation. St. Jo-
seph has actively participated in
all the events that happened in
his life. It is clear from his simple
act, which St. Luke depicts in his
Gospel chapter 2 versicles 4-5;
“So Joseph also went up from
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the town of Nazareth in Galilee
to Judea, to Bethlehem the town
of David, because he belonged to
the house and line of David. He
went there to register with Mary,
who was pledged to be married to
him and was expecting a child.” St.
Luke also says about St. Joseph'’s
active participation in the festival
of Passover in Jerusalem. Pope
Francis says, “work is a means of
participating in the work of salva-
tion, an opportunity to hasten the
coming of the Kingdom, to devel-
op our talents and abilities, and to
put them at the service of society
and fraternal communion,” and as
a carpenter, St. Joseph played a
significant role here as well. Even
though he was silent, his silence
communicated a lot.

Here is a relevant question; Then
what is the mission? The answer
is very simple, ‘the outcome of ac-
tive communion and participation
is the mission.’ St. Joseph was a si-
lent missionary and evangelist of
the Heavenly Father. In this finite
world of chaos, he accomplished
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his mission without any pomp and
show. He relentlessly stood firm
with his virtues, and his whole life
was a mission by “participating in
the divine dream, establishing the
communion with the will of God
and walking together with Jesus
and Mary making the Holy Fam-
ily, the domestic church.” Here is
the real challenge of becoming a
Synodal Church. After the official
declaration of a Synodal church,
will the Church be able to per-
meate these bright beams of rays
to the peripheries of the world?
“Journeying together is joy,” but
accepting each and everyone with
their fragileness, uniqueness, and
ethos is onerous. If we have incul-
cated an open, silent, welcoming,
and accepting approach like St.
Joseph, then “Synod on Synodali-
ty” with the theme “For a Synodal
Church: Communion, Participa-
tion, and Mission” will be success-
ful, and it vouchsafes a triune ex-
perience of togetherness, which
St. Joseph imparted to us through
his simple life. @

First Indian Christian Hermit.

"Forget the former things; do not
dwell on the past, see, | am doing
a new thing! Now it springs up;
do you not perceive it? | am mak-
ing a way in the wilderness and
streams in the wasteland" (Isaiah
43:18-19).

The vision and the efforts of the
first bishop of Rajkot Diocese
late Bp. Jonas Thaliath CMI to
establish a hermitage, which in
turn was duly nurtured by his
successor Bp. Gregory Karotem-
prel CMI found its fulfilment in
the person of Sr. Prasannadevi.
In a culture that encourages one
to aspire for a great career and
leaves many unaware of the need
to cultivate aninner life, the life of
Prasannadevi stands out in stark
contrast. Like a mountain that has
its footing on ground and holds its
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head above the clouds, Prasan-
nadevi while living in her ashram,
scaled the heights of contemplat-
ing the Divine. She spoke very
little and claimed no expertise
on any subject under the sun, yet
many people from different walks
of life would seek her darsan and
blessings.

It would never be an overstate-
ment to affirm that the life of Sr.
Prasannadevi was a trailblazer in
Indian-Christian-hermitical life
by awoman. Her audacity and grit
are unmatched especially given
the toughness of conditions and
terrain where she chose to pitch
her tent. Her hermitage stood
at the foothills of Girnar Ranges
in Junagadh, a mountain famous
for many Hindu temples and ash-
rams. The people of Gujarat loved
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visiting this religious place and it
is no mean achievement that she
became a beacon for the people of
her day. She left a huge influence
on the pilgrims who visited her by
spreading the light of Christ in an
untold fashion.

Her life and mission are narrated
in three parts in this book. The
first part which covers almost half
of the book is written in the ver-
nacular (Gujarati) by one of her
devotees Mr. Kishorbhai Kotecha.
He extensively chronicles the her-
mit and her contribution to the
devotees who sought her darsan.
The other half is in English by two
authors. Firstis Bp. Gregory Karo-
temprel CMI who was the bishop
of the diocese of Rajkot for over
27 years and was instrumental in
fostering her unique lifestyle. He
deserves all the credit for mak-
ing this work a noteworthy one
even when his own eyesight was
fading. He has done in-depth re-
search into Indian Sanyasa, using
the knowledge of Sanskrit from
Fr. Augustine Thottakkara CMI
and the expertise in English from
the late Fr. John Naduvathussery
CMI. The second part of the Eng-
lish section is written by the then
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parish priest, Fr. Vinod Kanatt
CMI, who while serving at St.
Ann’s church went beyond his call
of duty to care for Sr. Prasannade-
vi, especially towards the evening
of her life and until she breathed
her last. Here the readers can eas-
ily note the filial love and devotion
with which Fr. Vinod served her.
The black and white photographs
from her younger days to the
eventide of her life add appeal to
the book and they narrate the un-
told stories in pictures. No doubt
that this book will be an asset for
those who choose to pursue Indi-
an Christian eremitical life.

It is a great achievement that this
enlightening book on Sr. Prasan-
nadevi was published on the first
anniversary of her passing by Bp.
Jose Chittooparambil CMI, the
present bishop of the Eparchy of
Rajkot, at a public gathering held
after the Memorial Mass. Bish-
op Jose also pointed out that the
mantle of Sr. Prasannadevi has
fallen on Swami Christanand as
he is currently following her rich
legacy of asceticism and contem-
plation of the eremitical life in the
ashram she founded.

FR. JOHN PETER MURINGATHERY CMI

(1938-2024)

Fr. John Peter Muringathery, a zealous and dynamic soul of Preshitha
CMI Province, was born as the second beloved son of Mr. Francis and
Mrs. Catherina on 03 January 1938 at Thalore, Kerala. After having
completed his schooling till eighth standard, longing to serve God and
humanity, he joined the CMI Congregation for seminary studies and
finished high school education from St. Alosius School, Elthuruth. He
made his first profession on 16 May 1960 at Saint Teresa’s Monastery,
Ambazhakad. After completing his studies in philosophy and theology
at Dharmaram College, Bangalore, he was ordained priest on 15 April,
1968.
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Fr. John Peter Muringathery, a self-motivated and people-oriented re-
ligious priest, appropriated timely decisions and highly effective efforts
to bring people from different religious and linguistic backgrounds un-
der one umbrella of his motto "The bonds that unite us are stronger
than the barriers that separate us.” Divyodaya, an interreligious cen-
tre of Preshitha Province founded by Fr. John Peter Muringathery
in1980, stands as a monument of his avid commitment as a messenger
of promotion of peace, religious harmony, and national integration. He
served Divyodaya as Director from 1980 to 1993. He deeply grasped
the messages and insights of the documents of Second Vatican Council,
especially those of"Nostra Aetate" ("Declaration on the Relation of the
Church to Non-Christian Religions") and "Unitatis Redintegratio" ("De-
cree on Ecumenism"). He moulded them into the great legacy of Divy-
odaya, marking a significant milestone in the history of the CMI Con-
gregation, and this endeavour continues to embody the broad thinking
pattern established by our Founding Father Saint Kuriakose Elias Cha-
vara. In recognition of his unparalleled initiatives, he was honoured
with Kulapathi Munshi Award by Bharathiya Vidya Bhavanin 1995. He
was also arecipient of CMI Media Award. Dharmaram Vidya Kshetram,
Bangalore, honoured him for his Dialogue Mission.

Following his doctorate in Systematic Theology from Katholieke Uni-
versity in Louvain, Belgium, Fr.John Peter served as Section Master
and Professor of Theology at Dharmaram College, Bangalore, from
1977-1980. He also served as a Pastor for a short while in Germany.
He served as the Provincal Councillor for Evangelisation and Pastoral
Ministry for two terms, from 1981 to 1984 and from 1987 to 1990. He
played a pivotal role in bequeathing the spirit of dialogue mission to the
younger members of CMI family as Novice Master from 1993 to1996
and served as General Formation Coordinator from 1996 to 1999. In
his capacity as the Provincial, Fr. John Peter effectively led Preshitha
Province from 2002 to 2005. After working in Namibia for one year,
he took charge as the Director of Arutcholai, Salem, an interreligious
centre. His presence as a member at Lisieux Bhavan (Saravanampat-
ty), Little Flower Monastery (Saibaba Colony), Bharathamatha Ashram
(Palakkad), Little Flower Mission Centre (Maruthamalai), and Divyo-
daya (Coimbatore) was inspiring and edifying. Being a member of San-
thome Home, Chennai, he continued his religious services as confessor
of scholastics from 2021 to 2023

In 2023, owing to his physical ailments, he was taken to Preshitharam,
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Mannuthy, keeping in mind the proximity of medical support. Though
he was a member of Saint Joseph Monastery, Shoranur, he spent his last
moments at Preshitharam,

While undergoing treatment at Amala Hospital, Thrissur, leaving an
indelible mark in the hearts of many, he reached the benevolent feet
of God on Thursday, 04 January 2024. The mortal remains of Fr. John
Peter were kept at the mortuary of Amala Hospital till 06 January 2024
and were brought to Preshitharam, Mannuthy, and kept in the Chapel
on Saturday, 06 January 2024 for the public to pay homage. The first
part of his memorial service was led by Fr. Saju Chackalackal CMI, Pro-
vincial, Preshitha Province, Coimbatore. Later, his mortal remains were
taken to Bharathamatha Ashram, Palakkad, where the second part of
the services was officiated by Fr. Jose Nandhikkara CMI, Provincial, De-
vamatha Province, Thrissur.

The final adieu was proffered in the presence of many reverend Fa-
thers, Sisters, family members of Fr. John Peter and the faithful as well
as his friends from different religious backgrounds. The solemn funer-
al Requiem Mass was solemnized by Fr. Saju Chackalackal - Provincial
(Preshitha Province), and Fr. Jose Nandhikkara (Provincial, Devamatha
Province), Fr. Wilson Chakkyath (Vicar Provincial), Fr. Joy Kolengadan
CMI (Superior, Saint Joseph Bhavan, Shoranur), and Fr. Seby Vellani-
kkaran CMI (Superior, Santhome Home, Chennai), were the co-cele-
brants.

In a touching and inspiring homily, Fr. Joy Arackal CMI, highlighted the
religious and priestly virtues and commendable contributions of Fr. John
Peter Muringathery. Indeed, the death of Fr. John Peteris agreat loss for
CMI Congregation, especially for the Preshitha Province, Coimbatore.

Following the Requiem Mass, Mar Peter Kochupurackal, Bishop of Pal-
ghat, officiated the final part of the funeral ceremony and later Fr. John
Peter Muringathery was interred in the cemetery at Bharathamatha
Ashram, Palakkad.

Let us thank the Lord for the blessings the CMI Congregation, Preshi-
tha Province, and people of God received through the edifying and ex-
emplary life of Fr. John Peter Muringathery CMI and let us pray that the
risen Lord may grant him the everlasting joy and peace.
