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Editorial

The latest issue of Carmela Sandesam comes
to you a little late due to technical reasons.
Regret this delay due to unavoidable
circumstances. However, most of you have been
up to date with the developments in the
congregation through the regular news updates
and the bulletins from various provinces and
from the centre thanks to the alert team who
are eager to see communications happen and
reach all of us.

In the meantime, Renewal sessions were held
in all the South Indian CMI Provinces, Rome,
UK, the Americas. Africa, Australia and The
North Indian Provinces and the Study Houses
are in the wake of holding the Renewal
programmes in their respective places. The
Renewal programmes helped us to go deeper
into the charism of the founders of our
congregation and also to recharge ourselves
spiritually in the context of the canonization of
our founder St Kuriakose Elias Chavara with
the four main thrusts identified through prayer
and discernment of the members of  Synaxis
XXXVII.  The thrusts identified are: 1. Being
Deeply Rooted in the CMI Communitarian
Charism, 2. Commitment to the Poor and the
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Marginalized, 3. Renewal of Families after the Model of St Chavara,
and 4. Proclaiming the Gospel “to the Ends of the Earth.” The renewal
gatherings have been occasions of sharing and enjoying the feeling of
community and the congenial vibrations of coming together and
collectively discussing practical ways of living the thrusts identified
for the congregation.

Reflections of Pope Francis on the religious and religious life as he
expressed them in the Assembly of Superiors of Religious on November
29, 2013 in Rome, have been working as a backdrop for General
Synaxis  XXXVII. He wanted the religious to be a melody or a wake
up song to the world. According to the Pope, as he himself being a
religious, “The Church must be attractive. Wake up the World! It is
possible to live differently in the world. We are speaking of an
eschatological outlook, of the values of the Kingdom incarnated here,
on this earth.” For him, religious are “men and women who light the
way to the future.”Being sinners and human do not exempt us from
being holy and prophetic as well. The Pope also urges the religious to
go the peripheries and to understand the realities and life-experiences
of the people. Charism, according to the Pope is not a bottle of distilled
water, caged and protected; it is dynamic and should be adaptive and
open to inculturation given the disparity and disproportion of vocations
geographically and culturally.

One of the issues for our congregation in the light of the thrusts identified
is the global mission and the challenges we face. There could be
differences of opinion given the fact that we belong to Syro-Malabar
rite and our primary commitment is to that Church and its priorities.
More than the theoretical and future requirements of religious in large
numbers working in the extended territories of this individual church,
in the present situation, more of our religious could be deployed in
South America and Africa where there is an acute need for pastoral
care. With a proven track record of our missionaries breaking the
barriers of language, culture and ritual differences, the spiritual impact
of the strong spirituality of an apostolic church in a transplanted milieu
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can give birth to a new dimension to the way of how Christian spirituality
is practiced there. Greater awareness of these facts and geographical
regions inviting and welcoming missionaries form Kerala, therefore is
in the divine plan for us to respond generously. In the developed
countries our involvement could be evaluated and made more
meaningful through our moving to ‘the peripheries.’

Another issue we discuss in the context of our ministry is the wrong
perception that education is the only ministry that we do and it is a
sector that eclipses many other ministries that we are engaged in. It is
true that we have a good number of our members working in this field
where we can meaningfully be involved and carry on our religious
vocation. What the Pope identified as pillars of education are: ‘convey
understanding, convey ways of doing things, convey values. Faith is
conveyed through these. The educator should be up to being a person
who educates, he or she should consider how to proclaim Jesus Christ
to a generation that is challenging.” Hence, this ‘key mission,’ as the
Pope calls it, embraces all other ministries in it and it is where we are
really encountering people, a challenging generation in large numbers.
Even if many other ministries we do may not be in the limelight as
education, we are all in the ministry of proclamation. Along with the
visibility, there are challenges and internal weaknesses that are able
to subvert our education. Fundamentalism that can raise counter
propaganda, commercial interests buying out the education to
monopolize it, our own insensitivity resulting from survival instinct,
and dreams of expansion making education unaffordable to the large
number of poor people for whom the many of the necessities of life
recede like the horizon due to inflation and escalating costs of education,
practical problems leading to a compromise on quality, and growing
gap between the stakeholders in education. To succumb to greed is in
no way tolerated by the society and is against our mission. The decision
of the chapter to impose the tithing even in education providing free
education to the poor is to be approached from this perspective.
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A third issue we discuss and legislate is the call to community life in
the context of global mission and missions outside Kerala. The Pope
said: “Religious brotherhood with all its possible diversity, is an
experience of love that goes beyond conflicts. Community conflicts
are inevitable: in a certain sense they need to happen, if the community
is truly living sincere and honest relationships.” Communitarian
dimension of our religious life was one of the areas that went into our
agenda during renewal programmes. That many of the bishops from
the developed world and from the missions in South America would
like to see us taking up the missions from communities where our
members live together and witness to the evangelical vows itself point
to the urgency to promote communities of our congregation in the
different missions we work globally. In this context what Cardinal
Leonardo Sandri, Prefect of the Congregation for the Eastern
Churches, wrote on the occasion of the Year of Consecrated Life is
also very relevant: “The presence of monasteries in the Diaspora is
very auspicious as they are the irreplaceable expressions of  spirituality
of our Church. The Oriental monks will be able to offer the possibility
to the Christian faithful of the Latin Church, to become rich in oriental
spirituality as emphasized by St. John Paul II: ‘The presence of Oriental
monasteries would give greater stability to the Oriental Churches in
those countries and  would make valuable contribution to the religious
life of Western Christians.’”    It is worthwhile again to listen to the
Holy Father: “Sometimes living fraternally is difficult, but if it is not
lived it is not productive. Work, even that which is ‘apostolic’ can
become an escape from fraternal life. If a person cannot live
brotherhood he cannot live religious life.” [The papal quotes in this

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Dear Rev. Fathers and Brothers,
On 15th August, 2015, the concluding ceremony
of Chavara Year was held in Dharmaram
College. The sharing of the provincials and
major seminary rectors revealed that it was
indeed a time of grace, blessings and renewal
in our personal and community lives and in our
commitment to God’s call and to the needs and
concerns of the poor and the needy.
While we prepare for the anniversary of the
historic canonization event of our beloved
founder, let us share the learning we had during
this blessed time in history. The following are
the 10 lessons I have learnt from Chavara year
experience.

1. Power of CMI we feeling:
Canonization was a wakeup call for
the CMIs to experience that we have
a father in St. Kuriakose Elias Chavara
and we belong to one family. All could
experience an extraordinary brotherly
emotional bond in working together for
the canonization events.

Message from Fr. Prior General
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2. Power of prayer and fasting: An inner desire was found
among the members to spend time in prayer and adoration,
Chavara Retreats and Renewal programmes. Taking the
legacy of St. Chavara, communities and provinces initiated
perpetual adoration, daily adoration, weekly adoration and
annual 40 hours adoration. Dedicated centres for confession
and spiritual counselling were activated.

3. Power of CMI can attitude: A mark of excellence was
found in all the events of canonization and post canonization
across the world. The vigil service, thanksgiving mass in
Rome, Kakkanad and other places were something
miraculous. Many commented, only CMIs can do it and some
NRI friends appreciated, they were given a new identity.

4. Power of resource pooling and sharing: Mar Joseph
Kallarangat stated that CMIs really pooled all their resources
of prayer, talents, creativity, contacts, relationships and finance.

5. Power of working hard and working together: It was not
a routine job and there was not one with a predictable outcome.
But imagination, hardwork and togetherness made it possible
by God’s grace.

6. Power of being with and for the poor: The voice, “Don’t
forget the poor in your celebration”  was echoed and 25% of
the cost on celebration was spent on acts of charity such as
care of the cancer patients and their families, professional
education to the poor students and houses for the homeless.
The  concluding ceremony was ended with common lunch
with the poor people in Dharmram dining hall.

7. Power of learning and writing: A spirit of learning was
visible during this blessed time. Books and articles were
written, Apps were created. Chavara study centres, School
of Thought and Chairs were established. Seminars and
Conferences were held in a true spirit of learning in depth.

8. Power of networking: We planned and worked togher with
CMC family in realizing the canonization events. We also learnt
the art and benefit of working together with the bishops,
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priests, religious and laity along with the civil servants and
public personnel.

9. Power of CMI extended family: The CMI extended family
- the family members of CMIs, ACMI, neighborhood
communities, our institutions, parishes, and other centres –
stood along with us and was a great source of strength in
need.

10. Power of CMI Mission and Missionaries: The event of
canonization was truly a grace upon grace for the CMI
missionaries across the globe. In all 156 dioceses our members
are engaged in there was a Chavara momentum.

Chavara year and canonization events have given us a new
momentum. We are the living testaments and legacies of St. Chavara
and we shall consciously continue the historic momentum to take us
to the 2nd century of our beginning. Let the following words of our
founder always echo in our hearts to make constant retreat to
besrauma experience.  “Beloved brethren, this humble
congregation of ours is not man made. You are witness to the
truth that God has nurtured it with genuine care and helped it to
grow. Persecution by men or discouragements  from them cannot
destroy it. But one thing can cause its destruction. If we forget
our holy vocation and neglect the sacred dirties of our state and
fail in humility, charity, religious modesty and genuine devotion
and are satisfied with valuing them only in spirit and words and
not in deeds, within a short time, all these houses will fall to ruin.”

If a father buys his child toffees instead of books for school, it
may make for a happy child. But does it make a good father?
The saintly father has given his children the right message to a
lifelong mission.

In order to live up to the expectations of our beloved founder, we shall
be ready for constant discernment of God’s plan concerning us in our
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personal and community lives. Let us translate our discernment efforts
into committed plan of action.

1. I will find joy in being with the Eucharistic Lord in daily prayer
and adoration and will spread the joy of the gospel with a
Eucharistic heart.

2. I will continue the special devotion to the holy family and will
be a messenger of joy to the families.

3. I will foster devotion to our Lady and will be the best wine of
joy to the lonely and sorrowful within and outside.

4. I will celebrate my community life and prioritize my time to
be with and for the community for effective communion.

5. I will welcome more poor people to my life, my house, my
institution and mission so that I will be good news to the poor.

6. I will be a pastor like St. Chavara and be creative in my
pastoral care new ways of evangelizing through life, retreat
and frontier ministries.

7. I will opt myself to the mission to the far off territories and
and pray for our missionaries in the distant lands.

8. I will use all available media and public sphere for the
promotion of the gospel.

9. I will foster genuine love for the nature and promote simplicity
of life through my example.

10. I will promote Chavara legacy through my life, study and
ministry and promote the goodness in my members to the
ends of the earth.

May St. Kuraikose Elias Chavara, our beloved founder, take delight
in heaven seeing the communion and good works of CMIs!

That is why I am rude to others. So, I am not responsible, my
‘unconscious mind’ is responsible.
   The ‘real character’, and the ‘reel character’:- the impulsive
speech flowing from the tongue shows the ‘real character’ of a person.
The instant outburst from the tongue is the real litmus test of the
character of a person.
   “The carefully spoken words may be a calculated hypocrisy.”-

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“His words were smoother than butter but a heart set on war. His
words were as smoothing as oil, but they cut like sharp swords” (Ps
55:21)
     The pretence shows a person’s ‘reel character’ and not ‘real
character’.
Sins sans sins by tongue: we have our list of sins, which does not
include ‘sins by tongue .’ Many people consider the sin by tongue as
insignificant. But Jesus gives prime importance to words. That is why
he said, “whoever is angry with his brother will be brought to trial, and
whoever calls his brother ‘you good for nothing will be brought before
the council, and whoever calls his brother a worthless fool will be in
danger of going to the fire of hell.’(Mt 5:22) Let us urgently include
the sins by tongue in our list of mortal sins and over come them.
Anger loses range:we find even dignitaries fume and shout at each
other. Why? When two people are angry at each other their hearts
distance a lot. To cover that distance, they must shout to be able to
hear each other through that great distance.
Barking gentlemen: Sometimes, VIPs, panellists and even pious
people yell and use foul language.

Three parish priests of the St. Thomas Christians of apostolic origin,
Fathers Plackal Thomas, Porukara Thomas and Chavara Kuriakose
took the initiative and leadership for forming a communitarian life
of collective efforts for doing good to the church and world at
large: Seeing that a lot of good has not been done due to the absence
of a Tapasu Bhavanam (house of discipline) and Darsanaveed
(house of vision) in Kerala even for priests, we desired for such a
one. (Chavara, Chronicle, 1981, 1)

With the intention of doing all that are seen good before the eyes
they requested the Vicar Apostolic permission to start a religious
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community of prayer and apostolic action to render collective
service to the immediate needs of the church and society.

Thus the CMI charism evolved: as a response of the members to
sanctify themselves, by mutually enriching the community with a
life of prayer and apostolic action to serve the humanity to grow in
to the fullness of life, meeting the needs of the times (Chavara,
Dhanasallapangal, P. 50)

1. Aim at the Sanctification of self and salvation of others.

2. Build a community, Beth Rouma- house on the top-as a
light house for the people to identify their destination.

4. Develop the community in to a Tapasu Bhavanam (house
of discipline) and a Darsanaveed (house of vision) for
empowering it as a power radiating centre.

5. Detect the needs of the time and act accordingly as a team
for the good of others.

The founding fathers identified the needs of their time and got the
permission to work out their plan -:

• To educate the uneducated

• To help them who desire to enter the catholic fold

• To work for the reunion of separated brethren
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• To safeguard the wellbeing of the country and the world

• To aim at the renewal of the church and society.

• To do all that are seen good before the eyes. (See the
permission letter of Bp. Stabilini, 1 November 1829)

By getting the permission to do all that are seen good in the Church,
our charism got the unlimited freedom to work for the Kingdom of
God.

They founded the first religious house at Mannanam in 1831 and
named it Beth Rouma- house above (house of God) a Darsanaveed,
a light house easily visible and approachable to the people. It was
natural for them to come together and work together as a team
since theirs were a Spirit filled movement. St. Chavara thus wrote
in the first page of the common account book when they formally
started living together at Manananam: As there existed a deep
spiritual fellowship among  Frs. Porukara Thomas, Chavara
Kuriakose  and Thoppil Geevarghese, living in Beth Rouma, and
because we  wanted to have fellowship also in the things of the
body similar to the spiritual fellowship, we resolved to put together
all our material earnings and the fruits there of belonging to us,
following the examples showed by St. Peter in the beginning, as a
replica and foundation stone, started formally  our community life
on 18th june 1840, on the feast day of Corpus Christi (Feast of
Blessed Sacrament) (Chavara Chronicle, 24, 25; 208,209)

Members were added to the community day by day and
established the vowed community from 8th December 1855. Before
the death of the founder other six monasteries were established
covering the restricted area of the Syro-Malabar Church.

From the letters of Archdeacon Mar Geevarghese sent to
Pope Urbanus VIII, it was clear that in the beginning of
17th century, about the origin of religious congregation at
Edappally. But it did not last long and after the ‘oath of
Koonan cross’ there existed no Indian congregation in the
soil of India.
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Even though there existed missionaries from Franciscans,
Dominicans, Jesuits and Carmelites in India for long, there
were no Indian members among them in their communities.

When our founding fathers started our congregation in 1831,
no congregations nor members existed as Indian religious.

As the first religious priest in the Indian Church, St. Chavara
can be called the father of the Indian Christian sanyasa,
who could establish two religious congregations in the Indian
church as models for the new ones.

In the history of the Indian church, prior to 19th century
there was no religious congregation. Now there are more
than 60 religious congregations from Kerala.

Many of them received guidance and initial formation from
the sons and daughters of Chavara’s congregations.

In the renewal of Families CMI’s were the pioneers to
preach the parish retreats. Our founding fathers and the
first members started this service in the Kerala Church.

Many of them were such mob-pullers that on Sundays,
when people came to know the presence of the fathers in
that locality, people and parish priest used to compel them
to preach in the Church, calling the people by ringing the
Church bell

In groups of two or three they went to the families and
settled the family quarrels during the retreats
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Our fathers propagated many devotional practices like
Eucharistic adoration, devotion to Sacred Heart, Blessed
Virgin Mary. St. Joseph, Souls in purgatory, Maymonth
devotion, Rosary, Scapular, etc. These practices helped
the people to renew their spirit.

The founding fathers placed their request to start a
Darsanaveedu and Tapasu Bhavanam to equip themselves
to become men of darsan or vision to meet the needs of
the times (Stabilini, permission letter)
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In the letter of request to start the religious house one option
they made was to work for the ‘well being of the country
and the world (Stabilini, Permission letter)

Their contact with missionaries working in India, might have
helped their vision of apostolate to reach beyond the
horizons.

In 1853 Chavara started the first catechuminate of the
Syro-Malabar Church at Mannanam. Upto 1930s
monasteries also followed starting the Catechumenates.
Between 1853 and 1962, about  48 000  persons joined
the Catholic fold through the monasteries in Kerala

• St. Chavara admits that the congregation was founded by
God to work also for the renewal of the fellow Christians.
The impediment he met at that time was the shortage of
members. (Letters, 100)

• St. Chavara’s  enthusiasm was such that within fifteen  years,
after the canonical errection of the congregation, he could
start seven more houses covering the whole area of the
Syro-Malabar restricted territory. (Chron, 84-90 )

• In the future plan, our founder suggested to have several
houses and two provinces beyond the transitory limit, means
his global vision on the missionary expansion of our
congregation. (Letters, 101)
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• Another positive sign in Chavara’s global vision of a
missionary is learning of several languages. St. Chavara could
manage 7 languages.

• His attitude of tolerance towards other religions and cultures
brings new impetus for us to work among other religious
people and cultures.

• The seminary training which St. Chavara gave at Mannanam
helped many priests to withstand against the schisms and
to uphold the unity of the church. It gives us an idea, the
need of special training in seminaries to equip the members
for the global mission.
