“But you are not any man; you too are chosen”: Mary
makes this punch dialogue to Joseph in the movie, Jesus
of Nazareth directed by Franco Zeffirelli. It was indeed a
sudden response of Mary to one statement of Joseph. When
Mary informs Joseph of the encounter of the angel and
her pregnancy, Joseph tells her, “That is too much for a
man to believe”. Then comes the powerful utterance of

Mary not only to Joseph but also to all the consecrated
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men, You are not any man; you too are chosen. You are
consecrated, set apart for God’s mission and you need to
think, act and live differently. That is your identity. Then
Nathan said to David, “You are the man!” (2 Samuel 12:17).
Do the words of Nathan disturb us as it disturbed David
and finally led him to conversion?

Fr. Anto Puthussery. In him every CMI could see a saint;
in him every CMI found a new expansion of CMI:
Contemplative spirit, Missionary heart and Immaculate
life. He was indeed a CMI without guile (John 1:47). He
was ever joyful and smiling, ever available and altruistic,
thoroughly pastoral and a zealous missionary. I would

like to quote a few lines from the letters he wrote to me.
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On June 13, 2018, his patron’s day, he wrote: I am fully
aware that I was Puthussery for 13 years. Now I am CMI
and lived CMI for 50 years. I do not know how much I am
indebted to our beloved congregation. On July 13, 2019,
on the eve of his 66" birthday he wrote: I am 66, double
the age of the Lord. How little I could do in my life.
Because of all my beloved Gurus in the congregation and
all my beloved superiors, I am what I am by the grace of
Lord Jesus and in the tender love of Blessed Mother Mary,
the mother of our beloved congregation. On June 13, 2019,
he wrote: “I love St. Paul, your patron and tory to imitate
him in my mission work and enjoy it like him. But I feel
afraid when I think of him that who am I and who is St
Paul? But I learn to imitate him also. I hope to come to
Kerala and meet you and request you whether I will get a
chance to go in one of the new missions (Iraq, Uganda,
and Ethiopia) about which you mentioned in your letter.”
But he left for another mission prepared by the Lord for
him. His letters were touching meditations for me, almost

like the autobiography of St. Therese of Lisieux.

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A Personal Reflection on the
Emblem of Carmelites of Mary
Immaculate (CMI)

An Illumination of the Spirit of Contemplation in
Action

“I have been very zealous for the LORD, the God of
hosts.” (1 Kings 19:14) This is the response of Elijah, who
is representing the prophets and the restoration of all
things, during his encounter with the Lord at Mount
Carmel in Palestine. This is inscribed on the emblem of
the Carmelites including the CMI congregation belonging
to the Syro-Malabar Church which was founded on the
hillock of Mannanam, Kerala, India in 1831. In the CMI
emblem, it is inscribed in Syriac: (METAN TENNES LU
MARIYA ALAHA HAYLSANA.)
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1 Kings 19:14 Flaming Torch

The symbols carved on the CMI emblem give a clear
picture of its charism, tradition and spirituality. The

details are as follows:

The ‘escutcheon’ or shield of Carmel itself denotes the
defence of our Church and our faith. It speaks of a spiritual
struggle which needs the shield of faith and other
strategies to outflank the forces of darkness. The mountain
inside the shield signifies Mount Carmel in Palestine
where the first Carmelites lived. Mount Carmel has its

presence in the Bible in Isaiah 35:2, Song of Songs 7:5 and
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Nahum 1:4. It had been the home of Elijah the prophet; it
was seen as a symbol of God’s abundance, an image of
beauty and of generosity of God’s grace. It was a place
apart; an oasis in the desert, a place of living waters where
the seeker after God could drink from the well of life.

The mountain also brings before us the spirit of prayer
and contemplation, a creative source that would constantly

help to renew the Carmelite tradition.

The silver or white single star in the emblem indicates
the affinity of the congregation with Blessed Virgin Mary,
the Star of the Sea and her contemplative spirit. This would
point to the Marian character of the CMI Congregation.
The Carmelite story includes two figures from the story
of salvation who are powerful symbols for Carmelites,

Elijah and Mary.

There are three stars seen in the Order of Carmelites
Discalced (OCD). The lowest star, in silver, represents the
Blessed Virgin Mary, the star of the sea. The two upper
stars, in gold represent our fathers Elijah and Elisha.
According to OCD, these stars point to the Marian

character of the Order and to its Elian descent. According
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to them, another explanation is that the three stars
represent three periods in the history of the Carmelite
Order: from Elijjah to the birth of Christ, from Christ to
the Crusades and the third period highlighted by the
Scapular vision.

Above the single star, a cross is depicted just above the
letters CMI. The cross represents the redemptive love of
Christ which compels the CMIs for going out with the cross

to a world in need of His transforming love.

The crown and the stars also symbolize Mary Immaculate
familiar to the Book of Revelations (12:1). Prayer is
symbolized by the crown and calls to mind CMI’s
relationship to God through the intercession of Elijah who
is in communion with God (1Kgs 18:41-46) and Blessed
Virgin Mary, Queen of Carmel who is contemplative in

heart (Luke2:19).

Over Mary’s crown is the flaming torch of Elijah,
signifying his vigorous zeal for the Lord (Sir 48:1).To light
one’s soul on fire with zeal and to go into the world with

a cross of Christ are the duties of CMIs, putting their whole
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lives and talents at the service of the greater good of all

peoples.

The banner that twirls around the flaming torch contains
the words of Prophet Elijah in Syriac: Metan Tennes Lu
Mariya Alaha Haylsana. It is this zeal that enables each and
every member of the congregation to be active
contemplatives. This zeal is the result of the conscious
effort made to experience the presence of God in
everything and everywhere. Thus they try to die to
themselves as we see in Galatians (2:20) “It is no longer I
who live, but it is Christ who lives in me.” And they bear
Christ as St. John the Baptist says: “He must increase; I

must decrease” (John 3:30).

Just as the emblem shows, the CMI congregation has its
Carmelite links to the mountain slopes of Carmel where
the monks who came to be called Carmelites established
a tradition of rich spirituality. This spirituality is a blend
of the zeal of Elijah and the contemplation of Virgin Mary.
It is this contemplation and zeal that enable a Carmelite

to burn himself and his activities and thereby purify them
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into divine ones, as fire purifies gold, in a live process.
Thus the CMIs have the call to be active contemplatives
among the people, through ‘contemplation in every
action’, which is the trademark of CMI apostolate and
activities, that make them different from others. It is a life
of close allegiance to Christ through a commitment, the
deepest living of the Gospel through community and

through service in the midst of the people.

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AN AMAZON PILGRIMAGE

It was a wonderful opportunity to visit the CMI
mission stations in the Amazon Region. The trip was tiring
but rewarding... More than 2 days from Kochi to
Santarem Diocese, Para State, Brazil with a jetlag of 8.30
hrs. I was so excited to be on the banks of the great river

Amazon.

Fr. John Elavathingal was there to receive me in
the Santarem Air Port. Let me acknowledge in the
beginning itself the stress he might have undergone and
the good will he had shown in taking me to all the five
parishes where our CMI brethren are serving as pastors.
I remember all the 8 CMI confreres with gratitude for their
love and concern they have shown towards me despite

their hard and demanding living situations.
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I was fortunate to stay and spend considerable time
with all of them listening, celebrating the Holy Mass,
visiting different stations, etc. They have become the
darlings of the faithful and the local people and
administration even. They are quite fluent in Portuguese.

Congratulations dear Fathers...

We are entrusted with 5 parishes where 8 Fathers
are serving, staying in 4 Presbyteries with 2 each as a small
community. They are content with the limited comforts
and are living in a very middle class status. The salary is
meager... Food is average... Travelling is not a
pleasure... Weather is tropical... Cost of living is high...
etc. From them I understood that they want to live and
serve there as long as possible “(Deo volente)”. In this
short span they have been so much acclimatized... Thanks

to God...

The “faith expressions” of the people are very
visible and encouraging. Every Eucharistic celebration
is a feast in the number of participants and active

participation. They prepare for the occasion and celebrate.
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It may be because celebration is a very important factor
of their life. They don’t earn much. They don’t preserve
for tomorrow too. They live today celebrating. There is
poverty, unemployment, drugs and drinks, illness, etc.
as it is seen in any developing country. Still, the
Amazonians | saw are relaxed and enjoying as if they

believe in the providence of God.

Travelling is a challenge in many parts. The long,
wide and deep river Amazon is the main water way. The
travelling time is always ++ meaning more than the
scheduled time (???). We have to start really early if we
want to be on time. There could be unexpected but
usually experienced delays on the way: The road is
damaged due to heavy rain, there is flood in the river, the
water current is against, loading and unloading of goods
causes delays, etc... etc... It was while travelling in
Amazon I experienced the “eternity of time”, no hurry,
no complaints, sit and wait, either in the jeep or in the
boat because there is no other way. Network is poor in

many areas.
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The pastoral field is wide and wide open. If you
have the will and motivation you can render your life’s
service in Amazon. There are so many hamlets where a
priest is needed. But any priest has to take lot of risks:
the unreserved travelling hazards, sometimes the wrath
of a local in the form of a thief, floods in the river, mud on
the road, average living, etc. When a person travels from
Kerala to the Amazon, he has to relinquish many of his
expectations. He is not going to a richer country, rather
he is going to be one among the ordinary local people,
ready to experience a typical tropical weather, humid and
sweaty, hard working, living with a “not sufficient”
salary, etc. What I found immediately fascinating is the
abundance of tropical vegetation and fruits. Other than

all other differences the nature is typical to fit for us.

Anybody who opts for the Amazonian mission has
to be sure of himself: his identity as a priest, what for he
is called and the purpose of his mission. He has to take
care of himself. Personal integrity could be at times

questioned, religious and priestly vocation could be
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challenged. Of course, these elements are true to

anywhere.

In my personal opinion, Brazilian mission is a great
opening in the thrust for the global mission of the CMI
congregation. I would like to congratulate all the pioneers
and superiors who ventured into this mission, especially
Fr.Antony Kalliath and the Major Superiors of our
congregation. Special mention in this regard is to the CMI
brethren who are doing dedicated service in the Santarem

diocese at present.

If we look into the future of Amazon mission, I
would suggest that we need to support the mission in
terms of personnels and finance. At present “The harvest

is ready but labourers are few...” Let us prepare our
priests who have the pastoral zeal, mainly the younger
generation, for Amazon mission with proper attitudes and
training in Portuguese language and culture. As I have
mentioned above, life in the Amazon is tough and

challenging. Most of the existing priests have accepted

this and rooted in the soil.
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The needs of the families and society are too much.
They need development in many areas like, education,
family bonding, electricity, infrastructure including
houses, roads, hospitals, job facilities, fight against
addictions, saving mentality, attitude changes, etc. It
seems that in the near future, outside financial support
will be needed even for some of our priests for their
sustenance. “The Santarem” I met needs our support both

in “spirit and kind”.
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NO MORE POVERTY NO
MORE AIR POLLUTION

Even though it sounds very strange and
nothing more than nonsense, I have full confidence to
defend it with proven programs and totally reasonable
and strong basis. First thing is, by being aware of
the enormous blessings of nature and going back to it with
a positive and creative attitude. It is totally based on the
sustainable resources. In many respects, these resources
are almost totally neglected or let down as headache for
all. As the scheme is launched its outcome will be thrilling

and marvelous.

In this approach there are two important factors.
The first factor is mobilization of resources which are

almost within our reach. But it is totally ignored stubble
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and residue, which are rather a major part of the
resources. The second factor is the simple and feasible

methodology which is to be punctually followed. Even
illiterates could be easily trained in the simple process
which is a combination of small procedures, as a useful
sapling is planted to get its fruit. Till it comes to maturity
and yields fruit it needs proper care namely, timely
weeding, manure, watering, etc. Let me get into the
scheme which has got two major double benefits which
could be simultaneously achieved. The first one is an
adequate answer to the current air pollution due to
irrational burning of farm stubble and residues of various
sectors, biomass, etc., which are prone to get burned. As
we know it is not a regional or national but an
international concern. Very highly recognized big
personalities like former president of USA, Barack Obama,
also is very actively involved in overcoming this most
serious problem on national, provincial and local level in
collaboration with schools as well. With my entire sincerity
let me say that after becoming aware of the ground reality,

still more constructive and positive approach could be
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adopted and air pollution could be adequately
addressed. The farm stubble remnants and residues of
various sectors have got their value and positive and
enriching aspects. Instead of burning it, if it is recycled
timely it could be used as manure by mixing it with cow
dung water and piled up and pressed well. In three
months the packed stuff will be decomposed as very
good compost Farm sector output will be far better and
it would be a very healthy solution to air pollution as

well.

There is a totally unhealthy natural resource, a plant
called “parthenium,” locally called “gajergas.” It is
aggressive, dangerous, poisonous and problematic
annual plant which spreads almost all over the country.
It is dangerous both for humans and all the living beings.
Its seeds are very tiny and spread from place to place by
wind. It sprouts with first rain even in barren and arid
land. Its flowering stage is the most dangerous time. But
before its flowering stage if it could be collected for
mulching or as green manure, it could be controlled

locally, as a part of national policy. Even this dangerous
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plant could be converted to enriching asset for farming
by timely prompt action. School children should be made
aware of the compact scheme which is producing wealth
from waste. It also has to be part of the school curriculum

as a healthy and enriching scheme.

‘Wealth from waste’ aspect has to be given more
emphasis. An efficient and value based sorting and
recycling of waste from its very source is possible and it
should be categorically implemented. It is possible and it
would be thrilling if the system is properly introduced
after motivating the society with inspiring programs, as
Barack Obama wanted to have the schools also get

involved in the process.

Right from the lower KG this system should be
inevitably incorporated with the school syllabus and
curriculum. From the very early stage children should be

brought up in this healthy system.

Nothing is to be disposed or burned but prompt
and productive recycling system has to be efficiently

introduced for healthy and productive programs. Waste
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collectors should be motivated as mobilizers of wealth.
Let them collect plastic first not omitting a single piece of
it. There are many systems for productively recycling it.
Those plastic which could be melted with tar could be
used for reinforced tarring. And the rest could be recycled
and used with other feasible systems which are getting

popular.

All sort of plastic free items should be promptly
collected and it should be used for organic farming; even
room dust could be used for this purpose. It has to be
repeatedly mentioned that nothing is to be burned or
disposed off, but be properly and timely used to serve its
healthy purpose. It has to be emphatically stated that air
pollution is mostly caused by mismanagement of local
resources which could be used or recycled for healthy and

wealthy output.

It is worth mentioning that Chattisgarh
Government is going to introduce organic kitchen gardens
in every school. Wealth of waste system will be very much

complimenting the kitchen garden program. By
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incorporating the system with the school curriculum,
school children will be highly motivated to influence their
parents at home. “Hydroponic farming in the organic way”
could be promptly introduced for the poor families,
provided, gobar gas plants are installed along with it. It
is possible with Government subsidy. If toilet unit is
linked to bio gas unit it does not need safety tank.
Hence, with Government subsidy and a small percentage
of own contribution would be enough to have the duel
unit completed. Hence, the very poor families also can
have the benefit of both these feasible and
coupled systems, provided they are motivated and
guided by committed members. Another very important
factor is that if this coupled system is not launched it
would lead to mosquito breeding, air pollution, water

pollution, etc.

Whatever stuff goes into the gobar gas tank comes
out after forty days (H R T). Hence, no need of any ill
feeling about the slurry which could be used for organic
farming. I am a member of Nirmalsadan which is having

nearly about forty toilet units including servants” quarters
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linked to gobar gas plant. Its slurry is promptly used for

farming.

The major factors involved in this scheme are partly
depicted in those previous themes, mainly “Hydroponic
farming the organic way” and “The multi faced compact
scheme for the benefit of all.” There are still more
complimenting and convincing points and concrete and
replicable examples for an integral approach to achieve
the goals and aims captioned above “NO MORE
POVERTY.” As a result of this hydroponic farming
program, I have harvested one piece of elephant foot yam
of fifteen Kgs from a broken plastic pot. Terrace farming
is getting popular in India as a very simple technology
for fruits and vegetables. But I can assure that with half of
the input cost of this system, crops could be doubled if
“hydroponic farming” is launched with bed system. It is

presented from my own experience.

“Mulching for bumper crops” has to be inevitably
incorporated with the scheme. Since it has been
previously depicted let me dwell on a small incident. As

Rev Fr George Kuravakat C M I and the team have
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recently visited Nirmal Provincial and he has noticed my
organic farm. After seeing my just seven months old
tapioca he asked, “Are those plants of two years old?” I
told him that it was “mulching and bio gas slurry magic.”
More than 30 Kgs is one elephant foot yam from this
scheme. They are only just small examples of prompt
utilization of local and naturally available resources.

There are many more similar cases.

I have got ample proof based on reliable
and genuine data that Bastar region is the poorest part of
India, having 98 % Bastar population malnourished
(UNICEF survey), and 20 % pregnant women die due to
blood deficiency. Infant mortality of Bastar is more than
the double the national rate, and every eighth tribal
children is dyeing due to poverty. But Bastar is one of the
most resourceful regions in India. Still who is responsible
for this horrific and alarming situation of Bastar? If Local
and naturally available resources are mobilized in a
timely manner for productive and prompt recycling it
would be guarantee for NO MORE POVERTY NO AIR
POLLUTION wherever it is promptly practiced.

THE DOCUMENTS RECEIVED FROM OCD
ARCHIVES,ROME

I. The views of A Fortes, Archives

A. Forters, the OCD archivist in Rome, tries on the basis
of documents 1, 2, 3 & 4 the following points:

The canonical approbation the Mannanam religious
community and the validity of the religious profession in
1055 was in consequence of a decision taken by the OCD
General Definitory In 1853. This decision was in response
to submissions made by the then Vicar Apostolic of
Verapoly, Msgr Ludovic of St. Teresa Martini OCD. He
had tendered two submissions, one dated 6" July 1852
(DOC 1) and the other dated 7th May 1852 (DOC 2). The
decision of the Definitiory is contained in DOC 3 dated
20" May 1853. By this the Definitory approves the
proposal of the Vicar Apostolic that convents
(Monasteries) may be erected in Malabar in which secular
priests might as tertiaries aspire for the habit of the

Discalced Carmelite Order. Two conditions had to be
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fulfilled by the candidates: they observed the rules of the
Tertiaries of the Order and fully subjected themselves to
the Vicar Apostolic, who acted in the place of the
missionaries, the Vicar Provincial and the Superior
General. The previous General Chapter had given the
Definitory the faculty to follow a suitable procedure in
the matter. So their decision can be considered as enjoying
prior approval of the Chapter. The archivist believes that
in virtue of this decision the Mannanam community had
been accepted as a Third Order by the Discalced
Carmelites even before 1855 when eleven members made
their profession. The profession also derived its validity
from the same decision. Having come to this conclusion,
Fortes reject the position taken by the author of ‘Positio
super Introductionem causae et super Virtutibus servo
Dei Cyriaci Eliae Chavara, pp. 83,176, and 177,482 footnote
53, 482. The archivist considers his position corroborated
by documents 4, 5, 6 & 7.

DOC 4 (dated 20.6.1851): a ‘Directio’, submitted to the
Propaganda Congregation by the Vicar Apostolic of
Verapoly), 1) speaks about the need of appointing the
Vicar Apostolic as the Religious Superior of the

missionaries and Tertiaries; 2) says that faculty may be
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given to the Superior (Vicar Apostolic in this case) for
admitting Tertiaries of both Rites (Latin & Syrian). DOC 5
(dated 1.10.1860) is a response of OCD definitory to the
request made by Vicar Apostolic Bernardine. As requested
the Definitory ratified the erection of convents already
existing and gave faculty to erect new ones both for men
and women, Religious of the Third Order DOC 7 contains
to statistics of the Vicariate: 1) for the year 1853 in which
we find one item: ‘Convents of Syro-Chaldaic Rites (here
there is no mention of ‘Tertiaries’), 2) for the year 1959 in

which one of the entries is, ‘Convents of Tertiries 4’.

2. Question of Affiliation

In 1860 Vicar Apostolic Bernardine (DOC 9, letter dated
20" July 1860) did not know whether the Mannanam
community had been incorporated into the Carmelite
Order, and consequently, whether they enjoyed the
indulgences and privileges of the Order. The Definitory
does not clear the doubts raised but ratifies the existing
foundations (DOC 5). Other observations of the Archivists
are not available since p.5 of his comments is missing. It
is important to get this page.

Fr.Leopold prepared in 1870 a brief account on the history
and status of the Carmelite Tertiaries of Kerala (DOC 12).
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The obvious purpose of this statement was to push the
cause of raising the Tertiaries of Kerala to the status of a
Province of the discalced Carmelites. This account is not
quite sure of the Chronological sequence of the early
events of the Mannanam community; the year of
foundation is given possibly as 1834 or 1835. Some of his
statements seem to be surmises and vague, the accuracy
of which cannot be guaranteed. It is with this reservation
we have to accept his assertion that the ‘three priests’
(probably means Palackal, Porukara and Chavara), not
knowing any form of religious life, instantly requested
Monsignor Mauritius to get their community aggregated
to the Carmelite Order. There is no evidence that the OCD
Definitory of Chapter took any concrete steps to raise the

Kerala religious community into a Province.
II. A Few Observations

The period between 1853 and 1855 shows a gap in
documentation; know now for certain that the OCD
General Definitory, as authorized by the General Chapter,
approved the plan of vicar Apostolic, Ludovic to start
monasteries of Carmelite Tertiaries in Kerala and assume
the power to govern them when established. But no

documentary evidence is adduced to show that Monsignor
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Ludovic exercised this delegated authority. There is no
document (except perhaps the vague, unreliable 1870
reference of Leopold) which proves that the Mannanan
Community did request precisely to be established as a
Third Order of the Discalced Carmelites. This uncertainty
becomes all the more striking when we notice that
Monsignor Bernardine expresses in 1860 his ignorance of
any official action about the matter, and that the OCD
General Definitory ratifies, in the same year, the
foundations already existing and grants faculty to erect
new ones. What appears beyond doubt is the fact that,
whether requested by the Indian Religious or not, they
were incorporated into the Discalced Carmelite Order and
were acknowledged as Tertiaries at least in 1861. It was
in this year Bernardine made public the 1960 Act of the
Definitory.

Against the vague statement of Leopold made probably
in good faith that the founders themselves approached
Monsignor Maurelius and insisted that they be
aggregated to the Order, we have the following facts to
be emphasized: 1) There is not even a hint to this request
in the writings of Blessed Chavara or in any other

documents that are available to us. 2) Blessed Chavara
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would never have asserted in his later life that Palackal
and Porukara were bringing up the Mannanam
community on the pattern and in the spirit of the
Dominican Order, if he had not only taken part in, but
even heard of, any such move on the part of the founders

to get the community aggregated to the Carmelite Order.

III. A Few Questions

1. Did the eleven Fathers who made their religious
profession in 1855 have any knowledge of the contents of
the letters of Msgr Ludovic (DOC 1 & 2) or of the 1853 Act
of the OCD Definitory (DOC 3)?

2. Could the authorities of the Carmelite Order establish
a Religious Order among the Orientals in Kerala without

the clear approval of the Propaganda Congregation?

3. Is there any evidence that this Congregation approved

such a project?

4. To whom did the first eleven members submit their
profession, to the OCD General or his delegate, or to the
delegate of the local Ordinary, the Vicar Apostolic?

5. Who was their major superior from 1885 onwards? OCD

General, The Vicar Apostolic that is the local Ordinary?
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6. If faculties were given to Monsignor Ludovic
(Supposedly also to his successors in office) why did
Monsignor Bernardine ask for ratification of the existing

foundations? Why did the Definitory rectify them?

7. Why in the response of the Definitiory mention is made

of convents for women also (“Cenuenti utriusquesexus”)?

8. Is not the letter of Msgr Bernardine an indication that
the 1853 decisions were not put into practice by Monsignor

Ludovic?

9. Was the dress adopted by these first members who

made their profession in 1855, Carmelite habit?

10. If, as Fortes says that the Mannanam Community was
accepted as Tertiaries even before 1855, did they begin to

observe the rules of tertiaries from then on?

This
jubilee year is indeed a time of great blessing to rededicate ourselves for the great spiritual
movement St. Chavara initiated along with other founding fathers. “By the grace of God, |
dare say that with their (the Holy Family’s) help | had no occasion to lose the grace | received
in baptism.” This last conversation of our beloved founder is the true testimony of his
holiness and baptismal innocence and this legacy shall inspire CMI family to set our priority
on leading an immaculate and saintly life.

Religious life is a call to sanctify oneself and work for the salvation of one’s brethren. Being
nurtured by a devout mother in strong faith and Church traditions, St. Chavara naturally
imbibed the grace of sanctity and the readiness to discern the will of God. Self-sanctification
and salvation of all became his mantra. God's will always and everywhere was his
inspiration. He did enjoy being glued to the tabernacle and experiencing the heavenly bliss.
He had special devotion to Mother Mary and St. Joseph and his attachment to the Holy
Family was always his great strength in life, and he took the name, Kuriakose Elias of Holy
Family. His devotion to the Blessed Sacrament and the power he received from the tabernacle
enabled him to begin 40 hours adoration for the benefit of the faithful. Pope Francis states:
“The first task in life is prayer, not the prayer of words, like a parrot; but the prayer, from the
heant: gazing on the Lord. St. Chavara was a man of deep prayer, meditation and
contemplation and today he challenges us to imbibe the contemplative spirit to be truly

prophetic in our mission,

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“What we plant in the soil of contemplation, we shall reap in the harvest of action” (Meister
FEckhart). This is very much true in the life of St. Kuriakose Elias. He could be more
innovative and creative in his mission as he was discerning and doing things as per the will of
God revealed in plation, In all his endeavours, the principle that led him was sentire
cum ecclesia. He felt with the Church, thought with the Church and fought for the Church.
All his apostolic endeavours had a touch and feel of being a responsible son of the Holy
Catholic Church. He was moving as per the directive of the Holy Father and the Bishops.
Whenever he was in doubt and confusion, he had the audacity to wrile to Rome and get
things clarified. At the same time, he kept the Holy Father informed of the challenges of St.
‘Thomas Christians and he did everything for the unity, autonomy, renewal and growth of the
Church. Primarily, he focused on spiritual renewal through Sunday sermons, retreats,
devotion to the Blessed Sacrament, devotion to the Holy Family and saints. His contribution
of liturgical rubrics (Tukasa) and liturgy of the hours deserves appreciation.

He found that the absence of a religious community was responsible for the retardation of the
Church founded by St. Thomas and owing to that a lot of good did not happen in God's own
country of that time. As Bishop Stabilini granted permission to initiate a religious

y, he had authorized to do all good that has been shown to the eyes. St. Chavara
categorically stated that a day without doing good is a wasted day and it won't be counted in
the book of life. St. Chavara initiated the seminary movement for the effective formation of
priests so that there will be right leadership in the Church to lead the souls on the right path.
In his effort to shape an enlightened and empowered society, he is ever remembered for his
educational endeavours of Sanskrit school for all in a caste-ridden society and for the circular
to establish schools along with the church. His concern for the poor, the sick and the dying
found various projects in terms of pidivari, thengukettu and upavisala. More than anything he
was a missionary who initiated catechumenate along with monasteries and it led many to
accept Catholic faith. While we continue the legacy of apostolic mission of St. Chavara, let us
imbibe his thirst for souls and love for the Church, especially in this year of sesquicentennial
jubilee of the death anniversary of our beloved founder.

Celebration of the 150" Death Anniversary of Saint Kuriakose Elias Chavara should be an
opportunity for the CMI and CMC Congregations, the Church in Kerala, and the whole
Indian Church to experience and appropriate the spiritual empowerment and God experience
after the model of Saint Chavara. Every CMI community shcvuld be a plaoc o appmcm!:,
emulate, and nurture the spirituality of Saint Chavara by b 2 g P

and Besrauma. Similarly, every member of the CMI shall be renewed in the spirituality of
Saint Chavara in order to retum to the Punnyasanketam and Besrauma that the founding
fathers had yearned for.

Inauguration of the Chavara Jubilee Year: We will begin the Chavara Jubilee Year
celebration at 10 am on January 3, 2020 at Mannanam with the Jubilee Qurbana led by His

Beatitude Mar George Cardinal Alencherry, the Major Archbishop of the Syro Malabar

Church and the President of KCBC. Being a historic time in the life of CMI family, it is our

privilege to be part of this blessed celebration of the Holy Eucharist. At 2.30 p.m. Honorable

Governor of Kerala Shri Arif Mol d Khan will inaugj the sesqui ial jubilee
2
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of the death anniversary of our beloved founder. It is recognition for our beloved founder that
both the head of the State and the head of our Church are present for this unique occasion.
Our presence, participation and involvement alone will make the celebration a true blessing,
Based on the request of CMI and CMC congregations, the Major Archbishop has already
issued a Circular to the whole Syro-Malabar Church on the 150" Death Anniversary of Saint
Chavara and to observe Chavara Jubilee Year.

Chavara Jubilee Year celebration will be held at 10 am on January 4, 2020, at Chavara Hills
along with CMI Award Day and Reception to the newly ordained priests. His Grace Mar
Antony Kariyil CMI, Metropolitan Vicar of Emakulam Angamaly will be the guest of honour
and he will be felicitated for his new mission in the Archdiocese afier the model of St.
Chavara. The program has been planned in such a way that we get a right perspective of St.
Chavara’s contribution to the Syro Malabar Church and his credential to be called the Father
and Doctor of the Church.

Based on the meetings of the members of CMI and CMC congregation: ives of
CMI-CMC major superiors and CMI and CMC General Councils, we shall takl. up various
programs at general, provincial and local levels based on the particular context of the place

and culture.
1. Chavara Museum: The construction of Chavara Museum at Kainakary is in
prog and its blessing and i ion will be held on February 7, 2020 along

with the feast of St. Chavara at Kainakary.

2. Ch Exhibiti M at M and Kot u shall be focus

Chavara
Exhibitions shall be arranged at Mannanam, Kainakary, Generalates of CMI and
CMC, Study Houses, Provineial Houses, ete.

3. All CMI-CMC institutions shall be asked to either arrange for an exhibition with
public access, or to place at least a sufficiently large billboard {poster) showcasing the
person and achievements of Saint Chavara.

RENEWAL PROGRAMMES FOR CMI AND CMC COMMUNITIES
1. 365 Days Prayer by CMI-CMC Members at the Tomb of Saint Chavara: Under
the leadership of the Provinces of CMI and CMC Congregations, we shall ensure that
during the whole of Chavara Jubilee Year, there will be at least a few CMI and CMC
members, spending time in prayer and recollection at the Tomb of our Holy Founder
at Mannanam.

recollection at least for one day at the Tomb in Mannanam. We shall make effort for
the Reception of Indulgence for those who visit the Tomb of Saint Chavara at
Mannanam during the Chavara Jubilee Year shall be ensured with proper permission
from the Holy See.
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2. Monthly Recollecti Monthly Recollecti of the local communities or the
zones, without prejudice to the already approved plans by the Congregation or local
Provinces, shall be based on the person and contributions of Saint Chavara. (Note: 12
themes will be identified and some literature will be prepared under the ausplm of

3. 150 Hour Adoration: In view of getting sufficient spiritual support for the whole
lebration, 150 Hour Adorations shall be organized at Provincial level; CMC Sisters
will take the lead; CMI members shall join them for the adoration.

Action plans are to be worked out to cover
various age groups. Specifically, all CMI and CMC communitics shall arrange to read
the writings of Saint Chavara in common, at least once a week, during the evening

meditation.

DEVOTIONAL PROGRAMMES WITH PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

1. Thiruseshipu Pray In view of popularizing d to Saint Chavara, Chavara
Jubilee Year (2020-2021) should be converted lo be an apponumty to arrange ‘Relic
Processions’ in parishes across Kerala (covering Syro-Malabar, Syro-Malank and
Latin Churches), and wherever CMI and CMC members are engaged in various
missions. If a couple of members from CMI and CMC shall be assigned in each
locality with the special task to organize the Relic Procession, it could be easily
worked out, also with the collaboration of local parish priests. This would also call for
enlisting support at the diocesan level by the Major Superiors of both Congregations.
In this regard, steps shall be taken by both Congregations to ensure that the Relics of
Saint Chavara are made available to all parishes in Kerala and in the parishes

1 with the ities of both C ions outside Kerala.

2. Pious Celebrations at CMI and CMC Retreat Centres: In view of popularizing
devotion to Saint Chavara among the public, our retreat centres should be effectively
utilized. If each of these centres could be contacted, they will be able to design
programmes that will reach the public at large. All retreat centres of both
Co ions shall be ged to organize retreats for the public on the person

and teachings of Saint Chavara.

3. Chavara Parish Retreats: CMI and CMC members shall form regional teams 1o offer
Chavara Parish Retreats (preferably one evening or more, or weekend retreats for
various age groups or associations). In this context, we could also undertake Home
Mission, Relic Processions, and full-scale annual parish retreats as well.

4
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4. Enlisting Support and Cnﬂabomﬁm of Jesus Youth: More effective youth

2 could be organized at M. (and Kainakary), if the support of the

Jcsus Youth is enlisted. Jesus Youth being an effective Catholic youth organization,

and as there are a few CMIs and CMCs already involved in their spiritual animation,

it will be casier to get their support and to fine tune the programme also including the
insights from the life and writings of Saint Chavara.

5. A Youth Day each shall be organized at Mannanam and Kainakary, for which the
Directors of both Pilgrim Centres shall take the organizational responsibility.

ACADEMICALLY ORIENTED PROGRAMMES
1. Chavara Publications: Publication of (1) revised and updated English translations of
the Complete Works of Saint Chavara, new editions of (2) Malayalam Biography by
Fr. Valerian, (3} History of the CMI by Fr. Bernard, and (4) Bmgraphy by Fr AM.
Mundadan by Chavara Central S iat. Publication of the i of
“Theological Studies on Saint Chavara” and the Commentary prepamd by Fr.
Augustine Keemattam CMI and Sr. Jossy Maria CMC by the Chavara Central

Secretariat.
2. Publicati by Secular Auth P ing writing and publication of articles and
books by d secular p lities (apart from Chavara Central Secretariat,

each Province can support and promote at least a couple of such publications in the
respective local language and English). Such exemplary projects have been carried
out by Fr. John Mannarathara CMI of Saint Thomas Province, Kozhikode. Studies
and publications on Saint Chavara as a social reformer, especially in English as well
as in regional languages, shall also be a focus in this project.

Note: To facilitate such projects the writers are paid reasonably well; budgetary
provisions should be made by all Provinces in this regard.

3. Conferences: Saimt Chavara (National) Confe at (1) Db (2)
Poornodaya-Samanvaya, (3) Darsana, (4) Kenya, and, (5) if possible at inter-
provineial levels (one in south and another one in the north).

4. Media Presentations: Saint Chavara’s writings should be made easily accessible by
converting them into more appealing forms using visual and audio media, all of which
could also be popularized through social media platforms.

5. Programmes for Teachers: Programmes could be jointly organized by the CMI and
CMI Provinces for each region, especially in association with the Catholic Teachers’
Guild,

6. Chavara Digital Library: Chavara Digital Library (www.chavaralibrary.in) should
be further enhanced by Chavara Central Secretariat with more resources.

7. Saint Chavara at the UN: Chavara Cultural Centre, with its Special Consultative
Status at the UN, shall organize at least one event to commemorate 150" Death
5
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Anniversary of Saint Chavara at the UN, Dircctor of Chavara Cultural Centre shall
organize the event,

8. Formees: Aspirants’ Houses, Novitiates, Juniorates, and Major Study Houses shall
organize workshop sessions focusing on Saint Chavara's life and mission, his
writings, especially in relation to the contemporary relevance of his initiatives.

9. Chavara Chair at MG University: Empowering of Chavara Chair at MG University
with a few more rclevant programmes organized both for the academia and the
general public; we shall also explore the possibility of starting similar research
oriented projects in universities and other higher education centres.

10. Higher Education Institutions to Promote Chavara Teachings: Christ University
as well as other CMI and CMC Autonomous Colleges can plan and launch
programmes on Saint Chavara Thoughts and Teachings with demic credits for
students. Other higher education institutions can also offer optional programmes or
occasional talks on the life and contributions of Saint Chavara and their contemporary
social relevance.

. Schools: All CMI and CMC schools should organize relevant programmes to
popularize the person and contributions of Saint Chavara, especially during the
Chavara Jubilee Year. Along with academically relevant p there should

also be programmes having social and cultural relevance prepared based on the
thought of Saint Chavara, Such Programmes organized shall also be converted into
media productions and made available on social media platforms with public access.

PROGRAMMES WITH SOCIAL ORIENTATION
1. Secial Face of the Celebrations: Some of the social issues faced by the
contemporary society should be add d. For le, i ing number of
unmarried men in Catholic community, aftermath of natural calamities, increasing
tendency to neglect senior members in the families, ete., shall be our focus during the
Chavara Jubilee Year celebrations and the General and Provineial level Department of
Social Apostolate shall ¢ ize prc to address these issues

2. Scholarships to Promote Chavara Studies: Establishing Scholarships to p

Chavara Studies by PG House and Provinees (not only in CMI institutions but also in
other institutions of higher learning and research)

3. Couples Renewal or Family Enriching Programmes: After the model of family life
charted by Saint Chavara in his Chavarul, Family Apostolate wings of the CMI and
Faith Formation Teams of the CMC (at the General and Provincial levels) shall jointly
organize programmes for married couples (say, after one year, or after five years of
marriage). This programme shall be designed after the Pre-Cana Course, but focusing
more on the actual life situation in the life of married couples and the grooming of
children. For successful launch of this programme, we shall enlist the support of the
parishes or local institutions.

Chavara, this Chavara Jubilee Year shall focus on ensuring that all Dalit families have
their own houses with the support of the CMI and CMC Generaltes, Provinces, and
institutions. It was decided that jointly we construct at least 150 houses, with a
primary focus on the Dalit families associated with Saint Joseph's Monastery,
Mannanam; if there are remaining houses to be constructed, it shall be left to the
Generalates and Provinces to identify local families.

6. 150 Years of Nanmarana Sakhyam: As 2019 is also the 150" anniversary of Saint
Joseph’s Nanmarana Sakhyam, the pioneering project of Saint Chavara with people-
participation, CMI and CMC Congregations shall plan some such programmes with
contemporary relevance. Special thrust shall be placed on providing palliative care for
terminally ill persons.

4. Dissemination of literature and devotional articles on Saint Chavara among the
people in the neighbourhood

5. Some programmes to celebrate the person and contributions of Saint Chavara could
be offered, if possible, in the parishes in our neighbourhood and our own institutions
(for example, for the staff and students of our educational institutions). Outreach
programmes may be taken up in neighbouring parishes

life rooted in the legacy of St. Kuriakose Elias Chavara so that our life and mission will be
fruitful like in the present time. May the Holy Family strengthen us to lead a saintly life as
they strengthened our beloved founder for keeping his baptismal grace! May St. Kuriakose
Elias Chavara, our beloved founder intercede for us, his children, to live our religious
commitment after the model of our founding fathers.

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CMIs: A Community of
Koodapirappukal
(Mt 18:19-20)

Jojo Parecattil CMI

As we are preparing ourselves to renew our religious
vows, I would like to invite you to reflect about our CMI
community life, which is idealized as a community of
koodapirappukal. To start our reflection, I thought of sharing
with you some of my personal experiences, which I hope
may help you to reflect further in order to become a better
koodapirappu. In my 30 years of CMI life, for two years, I
stayed with another religious community, while I was
doing my higher studies. Actually, those two years were
eye opening moments in my life. It was from that time
onwards, that I could appreciate better and get more
convinced of the richness and strengths of our CMI

community life. Let me give you, one example.
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In that community where I was staying, there were 13
members, eleven from that same Congregation and two
from outside, namely, one priest from the diocese of
Patna, and myself. With us, there was a senior member,
who was suffering from advanced stage of cancer and as
part of his treatment, he was admitted in a hospital a few
times and once he had to undergo a surgery. It is very sad
and a shocking thing to note here that his own people
were not willing to be with him and to take care of him, in

those last days of his life.

Finally, when he died, no one knew about it. It is only
after sometime we realized that he was no more. It was 10
o’clock in the morning when we found him dead and
immediately all the members of the house came together
and we had some prayers for few minutes. Then in
consultation with the members of his family, they
finalized the time of the funeral for the next day afternoon
and accordingly they decided to take the body to the
mortuary, but unfortunately they had to wait till 4 o’clock
in the evening as there was delay in getting the medical

certificate from the concerned doctor, who already moved
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to the operation theatre and it was a busy day for him

with major surgeries.

Now, I don’t know whether you believe it or not, after
that initial prayer which they had at 10 o’clock, until 4
o’clock, not a single member of that community was there
to be with the body at least for some time. Interestingly,
the one, who died, was their former provincial. Again,
their provincial house is just only three kilometres away
from this particular house. Added to this, in that same
city, there are other three or four houses close to its
surroundings, belonging to the same province. But not a
single member from any of those communities turned to
that house to pay homage, even though the body was there
till the evening. In those moments, [ realized the meaning
of an old saying about religious, “The religious come
together without smiling at each other, live together
without knowing each other, and die without shedding a

drop of tears for each other.”

Anyway, I am nobody to judge them; sometimes, it may
be a rare incident and I don’t wish to generalise it. Based

on the limited experience, which I had in that particular
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religious community, I think, with regard to community
life, our CMI communities are much better and our
experience of community life is indeed a lovely one! From
the first day of my life as a CMI, I have seen how our
members are treated in the Congregation. I would say that
we are getting a kind of royal treatment and loving care
in our communities - from our superiors, elders and other
members of the CMI Family. If someone is sick in our
community, we provide him with the best treatment
possible. I still recall very clearly what we were told by
Fr. Alex Oruthayappilly, while he was our Provincial; in
one of our scholastic gatherings, he told us, “If you are a
professed member of the Congregation, we will take care
of you even if it amounts to lakhs of Rupees.” During last
March, one of our scholastics, had to undergo an open
heart surgery, and at least some of you may know its

details - how the province was taking care of him.

Dear Brothers, what I would like to share with you this
evening is nothing but the koodapirappu culture of our CMI
community, which we inherited from our father Saint

Chavara. We know that in the survey conducted in the
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Congregation last year, as a preparation for the
forthcoming General synaxis, among the things that
members liked most in the CMI Congregation iswas its
community life, which was affirmed by 1662 respondents.!
Dear koodapirappukal, community life is the bedrock for a
fruitful religious life. No religious life survives well
without a strong community life. By renewing the vows
in the Congregation, we are becoming more and more
CMIs growing more and more in our CMIness. Certainly,
our CMI family is not a natural family; rather, it’s a
supernatural family. In a natural family, we are having
the same DNA of our parents, whereas here, it is through
our conscious effort that we nurture and develop
gradually, step by step, our CMI DNA, which is nothing
but the DNA of koodapirappukal. So, by renewing our vows,
we need to grow/ more and more in this bonding spirit
of genuine koodapirappu culture. According to Pope
Francis, we, the consecrated persons are called to be
“experts in communion” by offering a concrete model of
community. Community is our first and most believable

gospel that we can preach? and only by living like
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“siblings of the same parents” - koodapirappukal we will be
experts in such kind of communion. So, let’s now reflect
on the three vows which we are going to renew tomorrow
basically from this perspective of community life and

togetherness.

To live and preach the gospel of community life - a
community of koodapirappukal, we need to practice the
three evangelical vows of obedience, poverty and chastity.
We need to obey our community, we need to obey our
superiors, we need to obey our Constitution, and we need
to follow our community timetable. Transcending one’s
own plans, interests and ambitions, we need to stand for
a common cause. As one of the Indian sayings goes -
Dharmo Rakshathi Rakshitaha - dharma protects only those
who protect it. If you follow the traffic rules, those traffic
rules themselves will protect you in return. Similarly, if
you protect the community, the community will protect
you inreturn. If you are faithful to the rules of Dharmaram,
they themselves, in return, will protect you from all kinds
of evils and dangers that can happen in your CMI religious

life. Saint Chavara in his Testament, reminds us, “The sign
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of a monk is complete surrender of self and practice of
obedience, as if he had no eyes or ears. If one has that, he
is true religious. Realize it and make strenuous effort to

practice it.”?

Chastity or brahma-carya means being with God, living
with God, moving with God, and become one with God,
and connecting it with community life, sangha-carya can
be interpreted as one of the important aspects of brahma-
carya; sangha - community and carya - moving, living or
being. Sangha-carya means, being with the community,
moving with the community and becoming one with
community, instead of always excluding or escaping the
community - the community exercises like, common
prayers, common meals, common work, and common
recreation. Jesus promises that “When two or three are
gathered together in His name, He is there in the midst of
them.” Yes, Jesus is there, when two or three CMIs gather
together in his name. So, in the light of the Gospel passage
which we have listened, let us reflect a little about the
aspect of togetherness. Let’s also recall the theme of the
coming General Chapter - Renewed and Empowered for

Communitarian Mission Beyond Borders.”
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The aspect of “togetherness’ is something very unique to
our Christian tradition. In Hinduism, for example, religion
is mainly a personal business between you and your God.
This becomes very clear, if we compare the very structure
of a Hindu temple with that of Christian Church. We won't
see there a particular place for public gathering, in a
temple, whereas in our Christian Chapels, there is always
a place for public gathering together with altar and
Sanctum sanctorum. It stresses the assembling together
of the people. Now, to reflect on this aspect in more deeply,
let us see the meaning of the word ‘church.” What does
the Greek word ecclesia used for Church mean? It means,
“gathering together, assembling together.” To be a Church,
people of God had to assemble together. Yes, Jesus our
Guru -calls each one of us daily to gather together,

especially for our common prayers.

In the early Church we see the disciples gathering together
with one heart and mind and praying together. On the
day of Pentecost, they were all gathered together in one
place, and as they prayed and waited for the gift of God

to descend upon them, it happened according to the Lord’s
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promise. In Acts of the Apostles, chapter 2 we see that all
the members of the early Church “devoted themselves to
the apostles’ teaching and to the fellowship, to the breaking
of bread and to prayer” (Acts 2:42). So, let’s realize that
coming together is vital for the spiritual and celibate health

of our CMI religious life.

Now coming to poverty, in order to become enriched with
our CMI identity, at times we need to sacrifice all our other
richness - the richness of other identities, comforts, and
personal affairs. In the context of increasing amount of
individualism in the beginning of the Congregation, Saint
Chavara proposed two things as essential for a
community of love: separation from family relations and
common life in which one has nothing privately.* CMlIs
should not have personal possessions, accounts,
programmes or projects; rather, we must have everything
in common and share in the common mission. He wrote
even before laying the foundation stone in 1831: “From
that day considering myself as full-fledged monk, I was
determined to keep myself completely away from the

blood relations and to have all my incomes going to the

common funds and all my expenses met from the same”

(CWC1, 1981, 30).

Recently, I could learn one interesting thing about Saint
Chavara from Mr. John Paul. As Saint Chavara was in his
death bed, once he was given some rice porridge (congee);
after having two or three spoons from it, he stopped
taking it, as he couldn’t take it to inside. Then, one of his
koodapirappu, instead of wasting that remaining portion of
the congee, thinking that it was the balance of a saintly
soul, had it. A typical example of koodapirappu experience,
which only siblings or co-borns can do. And interestingly,
it is that particular koodapirappu, who insisted that Saint
Chavara should be vested with the religious habit, instead
of the official sacerdotal vestments of the Vicar General at
the time of his burial. Truly, the community life of our
founding fathers was an expression, explanation and
translation of the life of early Christian Community

depicted in the Acts of Apostles.

Dear Fathers and Brothers, God has called us as a people
of koodapirappukal for himself in the CMI Congregation.

He has called us and commanded us to gather together
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and be together. The word coventa, which is traditionally
used for our monasteries, derives via Old French from
Latin conventus, perfect participle of the verb convenio,
meaning ‘to convene, to come together.” Truly, we are
people who came here from different ways, from different
families, from different backgrounds, different languages,
and even form different countries but living as one
community. Though we are different in age, ideologies,
likes and dislikes, temperaments and dispositions, still,
we always remain united by mutual love, respect, and
work for a common CMI cause. Our common call brings
with it common memories and common names. Though
all of us are having our own personal names, there is a
common name for us - CMlIs, that is attached to our

personal names.

As CMIs, Mother Mary is the perfect model for us to live
in the spirit of community life. In Acts 1:14 we read, “The
apostles often met together and prayed with a single
purpose in mind. The women and Mary the mother of
Jesus would meet with them, and so would his brothers.”

It is very clear from this verse that Mother Mary wished
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to be a member of the group, even though she didn’t enjoy
any position of authority or privilege. We know that in
the early Church the apostles were the pillars of the
Church, and Mother Mary was one among the crowd with
other women. There is a paradox here. The person who is
closest to Christ, who was the mother of the Messiah, who
was more faithful apostle than the apostles and who later
merited to be called their queen, did not claim any
position of power or privilege, but simply joined the
community, bringing to it her own special richness. By
being part of the community she helps us to understand
that no destiny, however exceptional, can truthfully find
a place before Christ unless it comes within the
community. By accepting the last place under the authority
of the apostles, she shows that the ecclesial community
and its unity were more important to her than her own

personal name and fame.

Dear koodapirappukal, as the theme of the Lineamenta
reminds us, today, when the longing is so strong for a
renewed community in our CMI Congregation, let’s return

to the model of Mother Mary; let’s return to the model of

our first community in Mannanam, and free us from all
ties, get purified of all kinds of compromises, be rich only
in faith and in the power of the Spirit. Let Mother Mary be
the reference point, for us the CMIs to keep from chasing

after whims and shadows.

Saint Augustine says, “Even in heaven the saints rejoice
and find their happiness in community.” Hence, like our
father Saint Chavara, let’s try to re-discover the value,
worth and richness of religious life in our CMI community
of koodapirappukal by actively getting involved in all our
daily community exercises. By the vow of poverty, let’s
pledge to give up everything that takes us away from our
CMI community. By the vow of obedience - kannum-
pootiyulla-cholvili - let’s sacrifice our own wills to the will
of our CMI community. By the vow of brahma-carya, let’s
practice sangha-carya and become one with our CMI
community for the sake of the Kingdom of heaven. Thus,
let the CMI community spirit of kiima-pirappukal - be

reborn in us, by this renewal of vows.

Rev. Fr. Louis Malieckal, a member of CMI St. Paul
Province, Bhopal and a senior staff member of Samanvaya
Theology College, Bhopal was called to his eternal abode
on 25 February 2019 at 11.45 am and was buried on 1
March 2019. Fr. Louis was born of Sri Ouseph and Smt
Mariam of Malieckal Kooliadan family on 26 July 1936 in
Vellangalloor parish of Irinjalakuda diocese. He was the
fifth of the nine children of his parents. He was baptized
at St. Mary's Church, Kalaparambu. He had his Lower
Primary education in the government school
Vellangalloor, and Upper Primary education in St.
Theresa's School, Thalore, after which he joined the CMI
congregation. He completed his high school staying at the

Aspirants' House at Thalore, entered the Novitiate at
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Ampazhakad and made his first religious profession on
16 May 1958. He was ordained priest on 22 April 1969,
and 2019 was the Golden Jubilee year of his Priestly

Ordination.

Soon after the ordination, Fr. Louis taught Mathematics
and Statistics at Christ College, Bangalore (1970-75). He
was then sent abroad for higher studies in theology. He
did his research on Oriental and Indian Liturgy in the
Catholic University of Louvain, and successfully
completed his PhD in 1982. Returning to India he was
appointed in Khrist Premalaya, Ashta, the Regional
Theologate of MP, initially as the Dean of Studies and
later as the Rector (1986-1994). In 1994, he was appointed
the first Rector of Samanvaya CMI Mission Theologate,
Bhopal (1994-1999). In 1999 he was elected provincial of
St. Paul Province, Bhopal (1999-2005). Fr. Louis has also
rendered his service as the General Formation Co-
ordinator of the CMI Congregation. He returned to
Samanvaya as the Master of Studentsat Bhopal and spent
the rest of his life as the Spiritual Director. Since 2017, he

was the Spiritual Director at Samanvaya, Rishikesh. He
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was a lecturer at Khrist Premalaya, Ashta and Samanvaya,
Bhopal for more than 40 years. He had been also part-
time lecturer in various theology faculties in India like
Dharmaram College (DVK), Bangalore, Vidyajyoti, Delhi,
GOV, Pune, GDV Regional Seminary, Baroda, etc.

The contributions of Fr Louis to priestly and religious
formation shall always be welle recalled. He was one
among those who pioneered and laboured hard for a
contextualized Indian theology, spirituality and liturgy.
He was an often sought out spiritual director and guide.
He was often approached by dioceses and religious
congregations because he was a well-reputed apostle of
reconciliation. Moreover, he was an inspiring retreat
preacher. He was a prolific writer and had, to his credit,
more than 100 theological articles and learned papers
published in scholarly reviews and magazines. Besides,
he was the editor of several well-read books and he
authored seven scholarly books. Fr. Louis was a liturgist.
He was famous for composing .and introducing Indian
bhajans for the purpose of contextualised and inculturated

liturgical celebration, meditations and other forms of
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prayer gatherings. He played a leading role in assisting
the liturgical experiments of the Indian Church. He assisted
in structuring, developing and incorporating Indian
elements to the liturgical celebrations and Christian life.
His contribution to the so called ashram liturgy is

noteworthy.

Fr. Louis led an exemplary life worthy of a committed
religious priest, who scrupulously followed a seminary
schedule in his prayer and life. He was indeed a role
model for all as a religious committed to his call. He was
prayerful, regular in community prayers, spontaneous
and sincere to personal prayer. He had manifested his
religious obedience and law abiding spirit on several
occasions as he complied with the decisions of the
superiors and the community contrary to his own
expectations and likings. Becoming humble in life he
interacted with everyone without being pretentious
in dealings. He was an optimist in life, towards
people and events. Always he encouraged and
supported people who approached him. He was a

happy and contented person, who tried to live his
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motto, "The Lord is my shepherd, Ihave everything I

need."

Fr. Louis was at the close of the Golden Jubilee
celebrations of his Priestly Ordination and on the final
lap of the celebrations as he visited Bhopal on 6 February.
He celebrated his Jubilee together with the CMI
community and other religious communities in and
around Bhopal as he had scheduled. On 25 February,
early morning he was taken ill and was immediately
rushed to Devamatha hospital, Bhopal. But at 11.45
am, he left this world for his eternal abode. The
funeral ceremonies were held on 1 March 2019.
The first part of the funeral ceremony was officiated
by Fr. Peter Kochalumkal CMI, Rector, Samanvaya
Theology College, Bhopal. The second part of the
ceremony was officiated by Rev. Fr. Justin Akkara
CM]I, Provincial, St. Paul Province, Bhopal. Mar John
Vadakkel CMI, Bishop of Bijnor was the main celebrant
of the requiem that was celebrated at 2.30 pm. He was
assisted by Bishops Mar Antony Chirayath (Sagar), Mar
Chacko Thottumarickal (Indore), Rev. Fr.Paul Achandy
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CMI, Prior General, Rev. Fr. Justin CMI, Provincial,
Bhopal and Rev. Fr. V.C. Mathew, Vicar General,
Archdiocese of Bhopal. Around 200 priests joined
as concelebrants. The second part of the funeral rite
was officiated by Bishop Chacko Thottumarickal at
Matha Mariam Church and Fr Louis was taken to Y
esu Ashram, Padaria for burial, which was officiated
by Father Prior General. Priests, religious brothers,
sisters and laity turned up in large numbers from
different parts of India to pay their last respect to Fr
Louis. Most of them were his students from various
dioceses and religious congregations. Fr. Cyril
Kuttiyanickal gave the eulogy and Father Prior General
shared his sentiments about Fr. Louis referring to him

as the patron and father of the formators.
