Dear Rev. Fathers and Brothers,

Editorial

An article | read recently remain fresh in my mind. It was about a gover nt primary
school teacher from Paritewadi, Solapur, Maharashtra - Mr Ranjitsinh Disale - who won
the one million US dollar (about INR 7.2 Crores) Global Teacher Prize. There were about
12,000 contestants from 140 countries for the prestigious award. From among the ten
finalists Ranjitsinh was selected for his outstanding contributions.

He initially wanted to be an IT engineer. He did not do well there. His father suggested him
to take up teaching profession. That changed his life. ‘The first school he taught was in a
dilapidated building, sandwiched between a cattle shed and a storeroom as in many vil-
lages. Most of the girls were from tribal communities that did not give importance to girls’
education, and the practice of teenage marriage was common. The curriculum was not in
the students’ mother tongue, which made things worse. With much effort he learned the
language, and redesigned all the textbooks of grades 1-4 for better comprehension, along
with unique QR codes that embedded audio poems, video lectures, stories and assign-
ments in Kannada.

This benefitted girls even when schools were closed and they could continue learning at
home. As aresult 98% of students have achieved their expected learning outcomes before
completing the school year. QR coding of text books was later adopted by governments
and text book publishers. The CEO of Microsoft has recognized Ranjitsinh’s work as one of
three stories from Indiain his book ‘Hit Refresh. The central government named Ranjitsinh
in 2016 Innovative Researcher of the Year, and he also won Innovator of the Year award in
2018. Setting a unique example he shared half of the prize money of Global Teacher Prize

with the other nine finalists too, to support the “incredible work” of the “change makers”...

Disale could effect a tremendous change in the life of his students because he considered
each student in his school “his own.” We have hundreds of small and bigger schools with
hundreds of our fathers ‘serving’ in them. Are we able to create an impact in the life of the
students and thus to become catalysts of social change? Isn’t it high time we change our
priorities in our schools? The cry of the poor and the underprivileged of the society should
echo in our ears when we stand at the ‘hifi’ portals of our so called prestigious institutions.
If a Ranjitsinh can create an impact in the society, why can’t we the CMlIs do it? The poor
little babe of the cold Christmas night points his little finger at us. Merry Christmas and
happy New Year 2021.

Justice to the Departed
sSouls in our Congregation

We CMlIs are good at hospitality to
guests and enviously so at caring and
nursing the sick among us, but when it
comes to showing justice to the departed
ones, where do we stand?

Here, | would like to invite your attention
to a few lines of action that would serve
to make our departed brethren feel bet-
ter and which may cause them to inter-
cede for us with the Heavenly Father
with unfailing perseverance!

1. Read the Text of Obituary in its En-
tirety:

The only justice we need to deliver to
our departed brothers is to thankfully
remember them and pray for them. Our
confreres living on the other shore do not
expect anything more than this. And the
best time to remember them and pray for
them is the time of the Holy Mass and the
time of reading the obituary.

| think we are showing damn injustice to
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our departed brethren, the fruit of whose
toils we enjoy daily, in the way we read
their obituaries. Majority of the ones liv-
ing in the other world are segregated or
thrown to the periphery while reading
the obituary!

How do we read the obituary? In a great
majority of our communities, | think the
following is the procedure. If, on a given
day, suppose, there are five CMI breth-
ren waiting to hear their sweet names
uttered and their eventful life history
read out by their counterparts enjoying
the earthly supper, the reader of obitu-
ary just mentions the names of the first
four of them and reads only the text
written on the fifth person. That means
on a day when more than one departed
CMls are commemorated, we read only
the latest-buried CMI and the rest are
again buried underneath! In fact, the lat-
est-dead CMI would be known to those
hearing the obituary. They may not know
about the older ones. Yet, our tradition of
obituary reading goes this way and every
day the congregation reburies many of
her departed souls. Blessed are the re-
cently-buried CMIs, for your names will
be read every year and you will be prayed
over! But the trajedy is that one cannot
die more than once! So he, too, will lose
his latest-buried status in no time, when
another one boards heavenward on the
same date, next year!

In this way, we are mercilessly sending to
oblivion our luminaries like, Fr. Kuriakose
Eliseus Porukara (Jan 7), the Second Pri-
or General of the CMI Congregation,
who composed that famous prayer book
called Nithyaradhanathat hasundergone
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more than 40 editions, Fr. Manikathanar
(Jan 9), who translated the New Testa-
ment and the Pentateuch into Malayalam
from Psitha version, Fr. Placid Podipara
(April 27), holder of three doctorate de-
grees, prolific writer, professor at Roman
Universities whose letters to Rome were
instrumental in the expansion of the ge-
ographical boundaries of the Syro-Mal-
abar Church beyond river Pampa in the
south and Bharatapuzhain the north and,
moreover, the acknowledged Father of
the Syro-Malabar Church, Church histo-
rian Fr. Bernard (Aug 16) who wrote the
history of St Thomas Christians as well as
that of the CMI congregation, Fr. Maurus
(Sep 29), two-term Prior General of the
Congregation, who took our Congrega-
tion beyond the boundaries of the State
of Kerala shifting our study house from
Chethipuzha to Bangalore by establish-
ing the now prestigious Dharmaram Col-
lege, Fr. Theobald (Nov 14), former Pri-
or General with a doctorate in Zoology,
Fr. Bruno (Dec 15) who perhaps a saint
in the making, spent his entire life for the
uplift of Dalits like his class-mate Blessed
Ramapurathu Kunjachan and who was
known for his spiritual powers to drive
away chazhy (rice mug) from fields, to
cite only a few examples.

Such a mutilated reading of obituary
occurs only because of the time of the
reading; it is supper time, the stomach is
hungry and the legs are itching to move
to the serving tables! It is the time when
seconds seem longer than minutes!

My dear koodeppirappukal, | think, we
should adopt a new way or method to
read obituary meaningfully and in its



entirety. We should read the entire text
written on all the CMIs commemorated
any day.

We can adopt two methods to enable us
toread the entire text on all the departed
brethren without cutting the text here
and there.

Method One:

Thiswriter has the experience of working
out the following method successfully
and fruitfully while he was Prefect at the
CMI Bhavan, Jail Road, Bhavnagar. This is
to read the obituary at the end of Ram-
sa before the recital of the psalm and the
prayers for the dead. Since we are not in
the refectory, there may not be the feel-
ing to cut short. The additional advan-
tage is that we can invoke the names of
each of our departed brethrenin the con-
cluding prayer. But this method may not
work in bigger communities, where all
members may not be present at evening
prayers. Therefore, for larger communi-
ties, we may adopt another method.

Method Two:

The second method is the one which
the writer has actually witnessed in the
Capuchin Ashram at Benevento, Italy, in
the year 2007 while he had an occasion
to stay in the Ashram for 25 days for the
purpose of hearing confessions at the
Padre Pio Shrine there. This was the Ash-
ram where Saint Padre Pio spent most of
his years. There, they read the obituary in
the following manner:

When the supper time is almost 70%
past, the reader, who would surely have
finished his dish by that time, goes to the

assigned place of reading, sits there com-
fortably and reads the entire text written
on all the venerable departed souls com-
memorated that day. And the community
members, who were till then in a mood
of recreation, silently listens to the obit-
uary. In this way, they solve the need for
cutting or mutilating the text of the obit-
uary and everyone listens with stomach
full, relaxed.

Obituary reading has many benefits. It is
not only to remember with thanks and
pray for the departed souls. Obituary
reading is an ongoing education for the
living in the history of the congregation.
During the span of one year, we are hear-
ing the names of all the past members of
our congregation, the offices they held,
their native places and all the major ac-
tivities that have been carried out in our
congregation. Besides, we are hearing
the names of almost all the houses, cen-
tres and institutes in our congregation.
We can avail ourselves of this golden
opportunity if only we are ready to sac-
rifice a maximum of 7 minutes every day
at supper time.

2. WhatsApp or Email Obituary Notes
within 3 Days of Demise

As our Congregation has gone global and
crossed the 2000-mark in membership,
it's not possible that everyone may know
everyone else. It would be ideal, if we
can come to know of the departed soul
and what all service he did or in which-
ever ways he witnessed to the passion of
Christ in his personal life while on earth,
etc., at the time when we finally commend
him to the Heavenly Father through our
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suffrages. If, after the Scripture reading
in the Bigger Office for the Dead, we
can reminisce on the departed soul for a
while by reading his obituary, the prayer
becomes more personalized and experi-
ential. This can easily be done if we speed
up the preparation of the Obituary notes
and send it online to our members be-
fore the printed copy of the Obituary is
sent through the Indian postal system,
for we do not know, how may days it will
have to travel through the ethereal sys-
tem before it reaches our stations in the
missions!

3. Entry in the Page of CMIs Departed in
Carmelasandesham

A third area to show genuine respect to
our deceased members is the following.
All of us have to finally pose one day on
the page CMlIs DEPARTED in our Car-
melasandesam which would be the final
audience we give to our confreres. As of
now what happens is just the reprinting
of the text of the Obituary note which
was already sent to our communities.
Here let's be more creative, generous
and charitable. Let this last appearance of
our koodeppirappu from the other world
be more personal and true to life. Let him

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not appear skeletal, but fleshy. This can
be achieved if, instead of subjecting him
to mere historical narration, we get this
page written by someone who knows the
person from close quarters or someone
who has lived or worked with him. Let
the contents of this page bring out the
values that shone in the deceased, any
original traits or contribution he made in
communities, any legacy he has created,
any memorable dialogues or quotes from
him, any inspiring episodes from his life
or any perceptible examples of divine
Providence in his life. Thus it will serve as
an inspiring message from the person to
the living and not just a brief history with
names of places of his service and years
of his profession and ordination.

Conclusion

“The shadow of a tree and of a man can-
not be measured until they have fallen”
says Carl Sandburg. (See, Roy B. Zuck,
The Speakers Quote Book). The depar-
ture of a consecrated person from this
world should be a moment of grace for
the world. For he or she is leaving a leg-
acy, the joy of commitment and sacrifice.
It's the duty of the living to script this leg-
acy for posterity.m

“Fratelli tutti”: An invitation to act
now for a post-pandemic world

Pope Francis’s encyclical letter “Fratelli
Tutti” on Fraternity and Social Friendship
not only emphasizes that in our common
home we all live as one family, it also pro-
poses concrete actions to restore the
world and overcome the ills generated
by the pandemic crisis, which has now
become a health, economic, social and
political one.

Pope Francis will travel to Iraq in 2021

The Vatican announced Monday that
Pope Francis will travel to Iraq in March
2021. He will be the first pope to ever
visit the country, which is still recover-
ing from the devastation inflicted by the
Islamic State. The four-day papal trip to
Iraqg March 5-8 will include stops in Bagh-
dad, Erbil and Mosul. It will be the pope’s
first international trip in over a year due
to the coronavirus pandemic.

Pope Francis proclaims Year of St.
Joseph

Pope Francis announced a Year of St.
Joseph on 8 December, in honor of the
150th anniversary of the saint’s procla-
mation as patron of the Universal Church.
The year begins on 8 December, 2020,
and concludes on Dec. 8,2021, according
to a decree authorized by the pope. The
decree said that Francis had established
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a Year of St. Joseph so that “every mem-
ber of the faithful, following his example,
may strengthen their life of faith daily in
the complete fulfillment of God’s will.”

Vatican congregation issues new
norms for ecclesiastical institutions of
higher education

The Vatican’s Congregation for Catholic
Education issued on 9 December, three
new instructions on ecclesiastical insti-
tutions of higher education. The instruc-
tions state that ecclesiastical institutions
of higher education must apply to the
congregation when seeking a change
regarding affiliation, aggregation or in-
corporation. The congregation will then
issue a decree approving the change ad
quinquennium experimenti gratia (for a
five-year trial period). After five years,
the congregation may then either revoke
the initial decree or issue a new one ad
aliud quinquennium (for a further five
years).

Holy See: 'Covid-19 vaccines must be
accessible to all'

The Holy See has renewed its call for ac-
cessibility to Covid-19 vaccines and med-
icines for all, stressing that “patent rights
should be exercised coherently with the
objectives of mutual advantage of patent
holders and users of patented medicines,
in a manner conducive to social and eco-
nomic welfare”.

Our-Dear Rev.Fr Thomas Vithayathil CMI (87) was called to eternal life at‘5,'pm on
Friday, -14/August 2020. His funeral service was held at St Paul’s €ar.meI§H¢use, €

« Thandavepura, Mysuru on Satuday, 15 August 2020 at02.30 pm. Hewas born on26 -

~ May 1933 as the third of the five children of the parents Ittiyachan and Mariyam
at Puthenpally Parish, Ernakulum. His siblings are late Mr Kurian, late Sr Henrina
CMC, late Sr Frederik CMC and late Mrs Mary Paul. In 1948 he joined aspirancy
at Mannanam. He had his novitiate at Ampazhakkad and made the first profession
on 150ctober 1953. He completed his Theology studies from Dharmaram Col-
lege, Bengaluru during1957 to 1960 and was ordained on 17 May 1960.
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He was sent to Rome for higher studies after the ordination. He completed his
studies in philosophical anthropology from the Gregorian University. He also
has a Master’s Degree in Psychology from Bombay University. He started his ser-
vices at Dharmaram in 1967. He served as master of Theology studentsin 1973.
He has also served as lecturer and head of the department of Psychology at Christ
College from 1973 and as a professor of Philosophy and Psychology at DVK,
Bengaluru. When the Institute of Vinayasadhana was established in 1992 at DVK,
he was appointed as its first director. He was also the Director of LCA, Light
& Sound Department, Procurator etc. in Dharmaram College. He also served as
Spiritual Director, Confessor, Bursar and Associate Bursar of Dharmaram.

He has the unique distinction of being the First General Formation Co-ordinator of
CMlI congregation (1978 to 1984). He also served as staff member and Professor
of Psychology and Philosophy at Darsana Institute, Wardha in 1999. During the
years 1985 to 87, Fr Thomas served as Novice Master at Kandali (Mysore Prov-
ince). From 1993to 1996 he served as Provincial of St Paul’s Province, Mysuru
and from 2000 to 2003 as ateam member at Sidhivihara, Mysuru.

He was an icon of sincerity, transparecy, accountability and inimitable model of self-
less service. He was a calm, pious, happy, humorous and exemplary religious
priest who manifested unparalleled commitment to his religious vows and the re-
sponsibilities. His obedience to the superiors, concern for his ‘koodapirappukal’
and love for nature are outstanding. He could distinguish any plant in the
Dharmaram gardens both with its common and botanical name. Fr Thomas who
lived ajovial community oriented and authentic religious life was an inspiring
witnessing presence at Dharmaram. He loved Dharmaram and Dharmaram loved
him. Fr Thomas belonged to the first batch of the students of Dharmaram and
served her asthe longest serving staff for almost 45 years. Dharmaram was dear
to him and he knew every significant event connected with her and contributed
enormously in writing the History of Dharmaram College published in connection
with her Diamond Jubilee.

He accepted gracefully the fatal bone marrow cancer which was diagnosed in
the beginning of July 2020, and took it as the will of God. He never complained
about .the pain. The funeral service was led by Rev. Fr Varghese Kelamparambil
CMI, Provincial and the homily was preached by Rev. Fr Varghese Koluthara CMI.

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Rev. Fr. Jose Eroorickal CMI (Sr)
(1938-2020)

ev. Fr. Jose Eroorickal CMI (Sr) hailed from St. Mary’s Church, Mayam, Thiru
vananthapuram, in the Archdiocese of Changanassery. He was born on 31 October
1938 as the seventh child of Late Mr. Thomas and Late Mrs. Anna Eroorickal. He joined
St. Joseph'’s Province, Kottayam of the CMI congregation in the year 1957 and made
his first profession and final profession in 1960 and 1963 respectively. Having com-
pleted his theological studies at Pontifical Seminary, Pune, he was ordained a priest
on 25 April 1974. Soon after his ordination he served K. E. College, Mannanam as a
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lecturer for ten years after which he moved to Jagdalpur Mission. He rendered his ser-
vices at Nirmal Vidyalay, Jagdalpur as its Principal from 1984 to 1989 and left for USA
to pursue his higher studies. He came back and took charge as the Principal of Nirmal
Vidyalay from 1991 to 1998. He went to USA for pastoral ministry at Holy Family R. C.
Church, Brooklyn for a year and came back to Jagdalpur and was appointed as Princi-
pal of Nirmal Vidyalay for two terms until 2009. He served as the Vicar Provincial and
Councillor for Education of Nirmal Province, Jagdalpur during 2002-05. He was one
of the members who worked tirelessly to form a company under the Province, name-
ly, Christian Educational Foundation of India; and a University which, unfortunately,
could not be actualized. In the year 2009 he went to USA for pastoral services and
came back to Jagdalpur and joined Christ College, Jagdalpur as a lecturer in 2011. In
2013 Fr. Jose suffered a stroke which left him partially paralyzed and was moved to
Nirmal Ashram, Thellakom for further treatment. In 2016 he was taken to Prashant
Bhavan, Kanjirappally for better medical facilities where he breathed his last at 12.15
PM on 17 September 2020.

Fr. Jose Eroorickal CMI (Sr) was a committed religious priest who was involved mostly
in the challenging education ministry. He is fondly remembered by his former stu-
dents as a loving and caring teacher and a visionary educationist. He enthusiastically
catered to the spiritual needs of the nearby religious communities and found time to
take classes for the candidates under formation. He gracefully accepted the ill health
and the difficulties of paralysis due to which he had to suffer a lot. But he was bold
enough to face the difficulties resulting from it and never uttered a word of complaint
about it.

The mortal remains of Rev. Fr. Jose Eroorickal CMI (Sr) were taken to Gethsemane
Monastery, Palampra on 18 September 2020 and the funeral service was held at the
Monastery Chapel.

Let us thank the Lord for the blessings the CMI Congregation, Nirmal Province and the
people of God have received through the committed and loving personality of Rev. Fr.
Jose Eroorickal CMI (Sr) and pray that the Good Lord grant him the everlasting bliss.
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Rev. Fr Varghese Kottoor CMI
(1940 - 2020)

Rev. Fr Varghese Kottoor (80) was a man who went around making his confreres, col-
leagues, students, parishioners and friends smile. He was an apostle of wellness with
his 'mission' of inner smile. His spiritual outlook was so contagious that he infected
everyone with relaxation and made their faces beaming with smile.

Fr Varghese was born of late Shri Mathai Varkey and Elamma Varkey Kottoor on 31
July 1940 at Udayamperoor in the Archdiocese of Ernakulam-Angamaly. He made his
first Profession in the CMI congregation in 1961 and was ordained priest in 1969. He
did his theological studies at Dharmaram College, Bangalore.

Fr Varghese began his priestly ministry at Kalamassery, where he was in charge of the
schoolgoing young people and later opted for Bijnor Mission. With an MA in English
in those days, he enhanced the linguistic ability of both his confreres and the students
in formation. In the Bijnor mission he served as the Director of the Apostolate of Ed-
ucation, and Manager of the mission schools at Bijnor and Padampur. He served the
diocese of Bijnor in the capacity of the Vicar General for a long time, the first Secre-
tary of the Education Society of the Diocese, Chairman of the Administrative Team,
Rector of the Minor Seminary, Parish Priest and Director of Youth. He steered the
growth of St. John's Province as its Provincial, Provincial Councillor, Formation Co-
ordinator and Superior at Gahaziabad and at Gadarpur. He also rendered his service
to the CMI Congregation as the General Formation Coordinator, Director of Poor-
nodaya Training Centre, Bhopal, Rector of Darsana Institute of Philosophy, Wardha,
Chairperson of Samanvaya Theology College, Bhopal and Spiritual Director at Dhar-
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maram College, Bangalore. The Sacred Heart College and Institute at Sitapur that the
Community runs is the result of the farsightedness of Fr Varghese. As the Provincial
at the time, he dared to inspire the community to take up the project and faced the
teething troubles of the college.

Fr Varghese would widen his horizon of service beyond the boundaries of his Car-
melite community when his service was requested by the Agra Regional Philosophy
College Agra, where he spent the last six years of his earthly journey as the Spiritual
Director.

A man full of life and childlike innocence, he left an indelible mark on everyone he
came in contact with. As a zealous missionary and evangelizer, he paved the way for
many men and women in the mission. As an effective retreat preacher, he helped many
torenew themselves spiritually. As an administrator, he led his province and several of
the communities in the province and various parts of the mission very effectively. As
an animator, he equipped many a religious man and woman to lay a strong foundation
to his/her religious life. As a teacher, especially of English language and phonetics, he
raised the linguistic standard of many groups of formees, teachers, students and ad-
ministrators. As an academician, he laid a strong foundation to the education policy
of Bijnor Mission. And as a spiritual director, he preached retreat and directed the
destinies of men and women who came seeking his spiritual assistance. As a pastor
with keen eyes for the Christian community of the future, he opened a boarding house
at Jaspur for the economically backward children of the community. The local bene-
ficiaries of his linguistic help at Bijnor and Kotdwar still talk of his contribution to the
locality.

St. John's Provincial community of Bijnor is happy that his final years could be spent
ever more fruitfully at Masih Vidyapeeth, the Regional Philosophy College, Agra with
young philosophy students of various north Indian dioceses as their Spiritual Director.
His presence and service were so valued in the seminary that the Bishops of the re-
gion wanted to renew his term of ministry for another stretch. While serving at Masih
Vidyapeeth, he fell ill and was brought to Ghaziabad for medical treatment. While
under medical observation, he suffered a respiratory failure and passed away on 01
October 2020

On the same day, his mortal remains were brought to the Provincial House at Najiba-
bad. Following the demands of the protocol placed by the state, in the wake of the pan-
demic, he was given a quiet farewell. The small community that gathered to bid him
the final farewell stood in contrast to the large number of bishops, priests, religious
and laity who knew him well. He was interred at St John's Provincial House Cemetery,
Najibabad.

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Fr. Jayin Kalamparambil CMI
(1984-2020)

Jayin lived a life that was full. He thought and acted differently in order to reach out
to the unreached. Relentlessly he sought to cross the borders of his own thoughts, of
[ _the society and of the country, always pushing the boundary of the Kingdom a little
\\farther. Like his Master, Jayin was always in positive conflict with the “structuredoms”
.inseoeiety. Siding with the kingdom, and leaning towards the margins of the society he
cast his weight behind the marginalized. He was of the opinion that the Church needs
people who are ready to do simple and small things. Being human was for him being
Christian. He tried to find orthodoxy in the midst of unorthodoxy and vice versa. For
sure, Jayin was a man who lived without fear. As he lived fearlessly all through his life,

so he departed fearlessly from us all, but much ahead of time.

He loved his people and this love was expressed through the language of the people

of the land that he fell in love with. He was loved by all in his mission as a humble man

of God and a zealous missionary. He was a Hindi scholar and the flow and the beauty

of his literary expressions were captivating and heart touching. Sometimes, without a
prophetic deviation from norms, progress is not possible. Jayin believed in the positive
deviations of normalcy to explore something new. He has left the world of normsand ¢
normality, and has proceeded to a realm that is beyond all of them. L =0.®

Jayin was born on 1 November 1984 in Neeleeswaram in the Archdiocese g
lam as the sixth son of Late Mr. Lazer and Mariyam. He has three elder bro
two elder sisters. He joined the CMI congregation on-26/June 2000 as a candic at
He did his higher secondary education from CasmLYa Ijgjger College, Najibabadi 19
March 2005, he made his first profession at Anudhavana Novitiate house, ManCherial.

He completed his philosophiczg;tudies from Darsana Institute of PhiIoKhy, Ward-"
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ha. He was chosen to be the assistant rector of the first-year aspirants in Najibabad
during his regency. After the regency, he was sent to Jeevandhara ashram, Jaiharikhal
for his graduation. Following his graduation, he completed his theological studies from
SamanvayaTheology College, Bhopal. He fruitfully served St. Peter’s Church,Kankerk-
hera of Meerut diocese during his diaconate ministry. Being a passionate missionary
he wished to be ordained in the mission land. He was ordained on 7February 2016 at
St. John's Provincial House Chapel, Najibabad.

As an ordained pastor of the Lord, he chose the less trodden paths and pioneered to
be a frontier minister of the Lord. Thus he took up various frontier missions in dif-
ferent mission lands of India like Prem Dam, a home for the physically and mentally
challenged at Najibabad, Bosco Mane, Bangalore and KutchVikas trust, Gujarat. Hav-
ing been enriched by frontier experience and spirituality, he proceeded to the virgin
mission land of Nepal where he worked till this day, with all vigour and vitality.

Jayin (36) who was a missionary to Nepal, had come home as a delegate to the Provin-
cial Synaxis. He was residing at the Provincial House ever since the lockdown. For the
last two days he was arranging his return journey to Nepal, his territory of evangeli-
zation. On 12 September 2020, he had his supper with the community as usual. After
the meals he suffered a massive cardiac arrest and he was rushed to St Mary's Hospi-
tal, Najibabad. The doctors at the hospital made a thorough and detailed examination.
Their efforts failed to revive him. He was declared dead at 9.40 p.m.

His body was brought to the Provincial House, Najibabad, where he remained until
the farewell rites. As the COVID-19 protocols were to be followed, and in order to
prevent the place from getting crowded, religious communities around the Provincial
House and priests from the diocese of Bijnor came in separately and paid their hom-
age.

Bishop Vincent Nellaiparamapil, Bishop of Bijnor, together with Bishops Emeritus
Gratian Mundadan and Bishop Emeritus John Vadakel led the funeral rite. Bishop
Emeritus John Vadakel gave the funeral homily in which he highlighted Jayin’s con-
cern for the subaltern people. After the requiem, the condolence messages from Rev.
Fr Thomas Chathamparampil CMI, the Prior General and His Excellency, Bishop Paul
Simick of Kathmandu, Nepal were read out. We are glad that Jayin has left a practical
as well as a simple legacy for all of us to follow. Jayin was interred at Najibabad. We
entrust Jayin to the Lord and to his eternal light.
